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Be it enacted by the Legitlativc Assembly of 
of the State of Oregon:
SKCnoa, 1. It shall be the duty of the Gov­

ernor of the State of Orrgcn, within tix months 
after tbe asking effect of this act. to designate, by i 
order filed with the Secretary of State, one news­
paper for every county iu the State, in. which shall 
be published all judicial ami legal advertisements 
for said county : J'rorided, That whete there is 
no newspajier published within a county the Gov- 
nnor may designate to do tbe legal ami judicial 
advertising for that county, u newspaper published 
in some other county.

Sec. 2. It shall be the duty of the Secretary 
of S.nte, immediate!) on the receipt l,y him of an 
order from tho Governor designating an official pa­
per for any county, as provided in Section 1 of 
this Act. to forward a certified copy thereof to the 
Clerk of said county, ami such certifie«! copy shall 
by sai«l Clerk be filed in his off.ee for the informa­
tion of all wb. .tn it may concern.

Sire. 3. When the proprietor or proprietors of 
a newspaper designated a* the official paper of any 
county, shall file with tue County Clerk of said 
county, a written stipulation accepting the condi­
tion of this Act. together with a bi nd in the sum 
of five hundred doliers with good and sufficient 
sureties to be apuroved by tbe Judge of the Judi­
cial District in which said county is situated, for 
the faithful performance of the legal ami judicial 
advertising of said county, and when such action 
on the part of the propriet«>r of a designated new«- 
paper and the District Ju-ige, has been certified by 
the t’lerk uf said county, to the Secretary of State, 
and notice of the same has been given to the Gov­
ernor by the Secretary of State, the Governor 
«hall, without delay, by proclamation, appoint and 
confirm said newspaper as the medium through 
which all judicial ami legal advertisements for 
said county shall be published for th- term for 
which he may have been elected ; and thereafter 
all notices, suuimonse» ami advertisements of what­
ever nature, authorize«! or required to be puMishe«! 
by any law o this State, which sha'l be published 
in anv other newspaperthan the on«' so designated, 
«hall be illegal au«l void : I'rocided, That at nny 
time, upon proof of a failure on tre part of the 
proprietor of nny now-paper to properly publish 
legal and judicial advertisements, or of their non- 
compliance with any of the conditions ut this Act. 
the Governor may designate and appoint aud con­
firm, accor«ling to tbt provisions of this Act, some 
other paper as tho official orgau of the cuumy in 
which such failure or default is made.

Sbc. 4. It shall l«e the duty of the Secretary of 
Stitc ami all County Clerks to make nml forward, 
within ten days from notice thereof, certificates re­
quired of them by this Act, and to receive ami to 
file all papers, bomls, ami other d«>cuiuents men­
tioned in this Act, as to be filed in their respective 
offices.

Sec. 5. All notices or advertisements required 
prior to or during the cour.-o of any legal or judi­
cial proceedings, shall be made in the newspaper 
which has been designated, app->inted ami con­
firmed. as bereinbef -re provilie«l. as the official or 
gun in the county in which such proceedings are 
had. Provided, 'I hat the prices charged for such 
advertising shall not exceed f «r each square of 
twelve lines of nonp reil type two doburs and fifty 
cents for toe first, and one d«sllar lor each subse­
quent insertion.

Sec. 6. E ich newspaper designated under this 
Act shall furnish, «rec of charge, one copy uf its 
issues to the Secretary of State Librarian ami 
Clerk of the Supreme Court of the State of Oreg«-n, 
and two copies each to the Clerks or all Courts ol 
Record in the c«»untics f«-r which it is the official 
organ. Am! it shall be the duty of tue Clerks of 
the Courts of llecorii aforesei«! to have one copy •>( 
said newspaper file«! and from time to time bouml : 
and the Courts may determine any question that 
may arise as to the publication of any legal or ju­
dicial advertisements by reference to such Illes.

Sec. 7. All Acts or parts of Acts in conflict 
with this Act are hereby repealed.

Dec. 8. As the present laws relating to the i 
publication of legal nnd judicial advertisemcn*» 
are iniperfeet, and important advantages to liti- i 
gauts and ethers are to be secured by this 
therefore this Act shall take effect »mi be iu 
from and after its approval by the Governor.
