The report of the Board of School 
Land Commissioners, made to the last 
Legislature, gives the name of each 
man who has paid a fee for a State 
deed, and shows the whole amount re­
ceived for that purpose, and that the 
same has been fully paid to the Treas­
urer.

From a private letter received from 
Salem recently, we learn that the State 
Board of Military Auditors commenced 
the work of auditing the expenses in­
curred during the Modoc war some 
weeks ago, and have been since stead­
ily progressing.
