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The Sheep Bot Ely.—Some year* 
ago we used to keep several hit mired 
sheep, some of which were frequent­
ly troubled with “srmh in the head” 
as we called it, and the only cure we 
ever found was the blowing of tobacco 
smoke lip the sheep’s nostrils, by hold­
ing the sheep firmly while one inserts 
the stem of a toimceo pine in the nos­
tril, and then, by placing his mouth 
over or near the bow! of the pipe, 
blow and force the smoke far up into 
the head. Our sheep, I believe, 
always recovered after such treatment. 
Whether that effected It or not I do 
not know; hut prevention is the best 
of all. We bad seen it stated some­
where that the place to tar is at the 
upper part of the nose, between the 
eyes, instead of the nostril ; “that in 
that place the nose is protected only 
by a very thin and delicate membrane 
beneath the skin, through which the 
parent insect can easily thrust her ovi­
posits, de|>osit her egg and depart in­
stantly. This egg hatching produces 
the ‘grub in the head.’ ” On this hint 
we acted. Having at shearing time a 
bucket of tar near by, we daulted each 
sheep as it wa« shorn, across the nose 
between the eves, with a broad, thick 
band of tar. This seemed to prove a 
perfect preventive. Never after were 
we troubled with the grub among the 
sheep.—Cor. Country Gentleman.
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An Industrious People.—The 
following is from the pen of Joseph 
Medill, editor of the Chicago Tribune :

Every Swiss city and largo town 
has a special Industry. S ime excel in 
one branch of manufactures and some 
in another; hut, taken in their entire­
ty, they aggregate a very respectable 
production for so small a nation.— 
While the Swiss raise more than 
enough meat, butter and cheese for 
their own consumption, they are 
obliged to import atmut 1,500,000 bar­
rels of flour per annum from France 
and Germany. Nor do they grow 
nearly enough wool to clothe them­
selves ; but from the proceeds of their 
sales of silk and cotton fabrics, of em­
broidery, watches, jewelry, chemicals 
and wood carvings, they are abundant­
ly enabled to supply all their wants in 
the imported goods and food. The 
Swiss are certainly the most industri­
ous people in the world, as w’ell as the 
most frugal. Everybody works—men, 
women and children. There is no 
leisure, idle or loafing class, and a few 
droues, in this busy hive.

Why a Child Loves Sugar.—The 
craving of children for sweets is well 
known to be one of the most impe­
rious of their appetites. It has ref­
erence to that ceaseless activity which 
characterizes the age of childhood. It 
may be that sugar performs in their 
systems the part enacted by fatty sub­
stances in the bodies of adults. As it 
undergoes oxidation—is burnt up, cir­
culating with the blood—it may lie 
the source of power which enables ■ 
them to keep in motion from morning 
till night. Besides this, it is known 
that it renders easier and more per­
fect the digestion of the albuminous 
food upon which their growth depends.

The 
injury done by this invention, howev­
er, is said to be removed by a late in­
vention, by which the gluten in the 
middlings is bleached, and can be re­
stored to the flour without impairing 
its color or fineness.

The dough 
absorbs more water and requires more 
kneading, and the bread holds its 
pnolsture better than ordinary white 
bread, 'twenty mills in Minnesota 
are said to be running on this process, 
which was the invention of a Mr.
