O. Il 
M., had been making active preparations for 
ti>« grand and appropriate celebration of St. 
'laminany's day, and since the first announce­
ment to that effect all our citizens had entered 
into the spili^of t'.e a fair, so th it the 11th an ’ 
Uhof May went t'*” '.opics for general con ver

>n. J^^^flU^Fontinned and unusual tin 
{^.«usant weather during the lieginning of May 
naturally led many to prognosticate unfavora 
ble days for the celebration, ami some even 
went so far as to prophesy a failure on that ac 
count. But, undaunted, the Red Men kept 
right along with their extensive preparations, 
and wlun the appointed tune arrived nothing 
had been negi» ted and everything was singu­
larly complete for the auspicious occasion. 
Holt's commodious ball had been rushed to 
completion especially for the celebration and 
proved indispensable. The decorations were 
piofu.se and beautiful, three great arches hav­
ing l>een erected on California street anil em­
bellished with evergreens, from which hung 
suspended the chosen watchwords "Freedom. 
Friendship and Charity,” while another at the 
entrance to the wigwam on Oregon street bore 
the mystic T. O. T. E. of the Order. The 
business houses and residences of the members
of Oregonian-Pocahontas Tribe were also ap­
propriately decorated and our usually quiet 
little city had donned her holiday apparel and 
presented a joyous and brilliant appearance.

The morning of the 11th dawned with a 
few- scattering cloiflls perceptible here and there 
w . Armament, which gave assurance that H

vehicles filled with ladies an I gentlemen, and 
headed by the Jacksonville Brass B ind, formed 
in prevention aud started to meet the warriors 
of Ieka Tribe No. 53 of Yreka, their squaws 
«lid papooses, and escort them to the hunting- 

Founds of the Oregonians. Arriving at the
grove 13 the vicinity of I’hienix, they were not 
long awaiting the Iekas, who appeared to the 
number of over thirty. Some had preceded 
them, for the whole number of visitors reached 
nearly forty, and comprised Mr. and Mrs. 
Dr. Ream, Mr. and Mrs. Jas. Vance, Mr. and 
Mrs. Tlieo. Young, Mr. and Mrs. F. Kiley. 
Mr. aud Mrs. Geo. H. Peck, Mr. and Mrs. h. 
RanouJ Mr. an 1 Mr». E. H. Schofield, Mr. 
and MA, W. A. B. Mills, Mr. and Mrs. C. J. 
Munro, Mr. and Mrs. A. W. Niles, S. J. Soule 
sml sister, Mr. and Mrs. Jay Niles, Mrs. 

Orr and daughter, 
Misses Sophie and Adele Winckler, Minnie

ed, the large procession, thus reinforced, reform­
ed and proceeded toward Jacksonville, where it 
arrived at aliout 12 o’clock, and was received
with the tiring of anvils and other mani­
festations of a hearty welcome. After 
parading the principal streets the visitors were 
escorted to the homes of friends, where pleas­
ant arrangements had been made for their re­
ception. At three o’clock the members of the 
order ass^n^led in front of their hall in ap­
propriate regalia and, forming in facing row«, 
the Prophet of Pocahontas tnl»e, accompanied 
by officiating chiefs, marched through reading 
an appropriate selection from the Bible, after 
which a proessiou was formed and the new 
wigwam catered. Here the Iwautifnl dedica­
tion ceremonies of the order were enacted in
the presence of a large assemblage, E. D. 
Foudray, district l>eputy Great Sachem, offi­
ciating. file proceedings were shott but in­
teresting, land elicited undivided attention.

Gone ro the Feoweky Kingoom.—Tong, 
the Chinaman confined in the county jail 
fertile robbery of Dean Co.’s ground­
sluice sometime since, coininitted suicide 
by hanging on Sunday aiternoon. The 

. facts in the case appear to be that he liad 
made «•very preparation for the act, and, to 
be unmolested, ho sent the jailor, Capt. Ca- 

I ton, up town to get hin some opium from 
i one oi his countrymen, and while he was 
gone, he cut up his bed ticking, tied one 
end to the bars ot the grate of his cell and, 
standing on a chair, tied the oilier end 
around his neck, gave the chair a kick, and 
when the Captain returned poor Tong’s 

! spirit had tb-d. The room was full of smoke, 
as betöre committing the act tie had set tire 

i to his bed, evidently with the intention ot 
cremating himself. Justice 1 Differ, acting 

I Coroner, summoned a jury, which returned 
a verdict in accordance with (lie facts as 
stated above, on the walls were found 
some Chinese characters, which, on being 
translated, proved to bo a declaration of 
innocence. From what can bo learned, 
Tong's suicide was not unex|>ected, as it 
seems he had written to one of his cousins 
that he would bo dead in three days. It is 
supposed that ho obtained the matches 
with which ho fired the jail from a visitor 
tiie day before. As Tong was an old offen­
der his countrymen paid little attention to 

, him, which may have been ono of the 
main causes oi his self destruction.
