3. OfMcers taking affidavits and proofs
wnst test the neenracy and reliability
of the statements of applicauts and
eluimants and the credibility and means
of information of witnesses by a thor-
ongh cross-examination. Questions and
answers in such cross examinations wili
be reduced to writing and the costs
thereof included in the costs of writing
out the proofs.

4. Cross examinations should be di-

statements made by them,

12, In no case are papers authorized
to be executed in blank. Papers so
signed or falsely authenticated will be
treated as frandulent, and the acts of an
officer misusing his official signature
and seal will not be respected by this
office, but the attention of the proper
ulmltmrih('s will be called to his miseon-
duet.

13. Ofticers taking applications, affi-

THE REGISTRATION LAW,

The registration boards of the State,
under the pew law, will meet on Mon-
day, April 5th, and hold for three days
as n board, sitting in the severnl pre-
einets in the connty from 9 A, M. till 5
r. M. Hegistrations have to be made
personally. In case of sickness or ab-
senece, though, the time to register is
extended three or four weeks. Deolow
we give the priveipal features of the
law, as classitied by an exchange:

To be a legal voter a person must be
s male over 21 years of age, either na-
tive born or have declared lus inteu-
tions of becoming a eitizen of the Unit-
ed States, and a resident of the State
for 6 months and of the county 90 days
preceding the day of election and of
the precinet npon the date of registra
tion. Tickets mest all be printed on
paper furnished ‘by the Secretary of
State. No distingunishing mark is al-
lowed to be placed on the outside of a
ticket, but any design adopted to dis-
tinguish regnlar partisan tickets is al-
lowable on the inside.

The County Judge and Commission- ¢
ers constitute n bowrd of registration, [y
which all contested cases must be np-
pealed, and will meet on the first Mon-
day following the close of registration.
They mnst sit three days, but not mora
than ten days

tion must be made 30 days before the
election.

Tue United States Supreme Court
has recently rendered a decision hold-
ing a railroad company linble for the
injury of one of its employes in a dif-
ferent grade of serviee. In the case bie-
fore the court an engineer on one train
had been injured by the neg\iqence of
the conductor on another. The com-
pany set up the usnal defense that it
was not linble becanse both engineer
and conductor wero ite own employes.
The Supreme Court holds the company
linble. It says that the two employes
were not fellow-servants. The con-
ductor was in a superior and the en-
gineer in a snbordinate grade of ser-
vice. Th?onﬂ was not called n
to determine the law in a case of fel-
low-servants. But it set aside the old
common law rule in cases where the
employes are not in the eame grade
of service. The principle is not limit-
o4 to railroads, bot extends to all em-
ployea, and is an important advance in
the direction of reasem, justice and
common sensa, in which the highest
courta of some of the States have anti-
cipated the federal court.
