Vccording to a review in the Ashland 
7 hL/o/x the yaat year lias be«*t> -jne of 
soli«! iinproCTinvnt and encouraging 
progress in Ashland. A glance over the 
town from an elevat<*d |>oint of view re­
veals new roofs and newly i>ainte«i build­
ings on every Khle. The business part 
of town hairtieen wonderful!} improved 
by the two large brick blocks erecto»I 
during the year, and a numU*r of hand­
some new dwellings, new sidewalks an ! 
street crossings, new femes and new 
dressings of paint U|»on the houses have 
made th»« residence streets much neater 
and more attractive than ever. With 
the new residence houses of the year has 
come a mote artisti<* and ornamental 
style of architecture than that ‘hereto­
fore in vogue, giving our little city a 
more ambitious and pretentious ap|x*ar- 
anco. In the six brick blocks in town 
there are now seventeen stores un«l 
other business rooms on the first floor, 
and a num'/er of offices and halls on the 
secund floor. A large new hail for pub­
lic meetings and amusements is one of 
the prominent improvements. The flour­

Land Otlieas—ulb’m. h ;—The rules 
heretofore in force relative to the admis­
sion of entry« ami filings on lands select­
ed (and prior to their approval ami cer­
tification by the secretary of the interior 
as “swamp and overflowed ami rendeted 
thereby unfit for cultivation,” are here­
by modified as follows:

1 When any settler ut>on sudi lands 
or applicant to enter the same under tin* 
public land laws of the United States 
shall apply to make a filing or entry un­
der said laws, ai i-omp.micd by a state­
ment umier oath corroborateli by two 
witnesses, that the lami in its natural 
stati* is not swamp ami overflowed and 
rendered thereby unfit for cultivation, 
tin* register ami rci eiver will allow such 
filing or entry, “subject to the swamp 
land claim.”

2. U[«>n the admission ol any such 
filing or entry tin* register will at once 
notify the governor of the State thereof, 
ami allow him sixty "lays within which 
to object to the ¡»erfection of th« entry 
and to apply for a hearing in behalf of 
the State to prove the swampy character 
of the lami.

3. When a hearing is ordered between 
the Stab* and claimant umier the public i l,J< al biisirese. 
lami laws, the burden of proof will lie I 
U)«m the State to establish the character i 
of the land.

4. When no protest or application lor 
a hearing is presented on the part of the 
State, as heiein provided, tin* State will 
lx* deemed excluded from thereafb*r as­
serting a claim to the lami under the 
swamp-laud grant.

5. The foregoing applies only to those 
States xliosc claims are adjusted by ex­
aminations in the field.

6. Where swamp lami selections are 
based ujxin the fieli! notes of survey, ami 
ilio lami is alleged not to have been in 
fact swamp and overflowed, and render­
ed thereby unfit for cultivation at th« 
date of the swampland grant, the bur­
den of proof will lx* ii|xiii the eontc-Lint 
or adverse claimant under t public 
land laws.

7. You wiil pi uiptly advise this of­
fice when tio'ice is given the governor in 
anv case stating the d-ite of sm h notice 
and the description of the land involveal.
