But how hitter must his feelings 
Is1 when he finds tl.e country settling up 
with large numbers of people from the 
“States” to w hom he is but a trainir and 
Ik finis liimseli slowly wepling hia 
way to the (ooi house. iVhat a fall— 
from being tire honored guest at tire 
rough hoard of some more fortunate 
partner, to he pointed out as an object of 
sii-p . ior and fit subject for the county 
commissioners care. We who know 
treat him all the more kindly, and to us 
lie unburdens his soul.

In the third class a>e found the witty 
story teller—the men who spin the 
varus so taking to the youthful ear. 
TI er.- are many smart, brainy men who, 
through ».me fatal Jack in their moral 
and mental makeup, have never been 
anvthing but rovers, and having a vast 
fuirl of gener.il intoriuatioa and actual 
exi«-*:eiiee to draw upou, and with a 
vivid imagination, can weave la<t and 
fancy into “*ories that will bold tlie au­
dience of o|rcn-iuoiitlr,*d “tendcrfcet” 
spellbound.

Bnt tliey are going, an.l very soon a 
genuine “old-timer" w ill be a thing ot 
the past. They have filled a noble place 
in the history of the United States and 
the present generation owes much to the 
lew who risked all that the many could 
follow. _________
