Iai.i. tomtit:.—There was a ¿light 
frost yestetdav morning tlie ft ret of the1 
season in this city. It, effect, were 
p.'nvptible in tlie large number of fallen 
leaves which strewed tlie sidewalk, 
this section cannot boast the georgous 
autumn foliage which paints Eastern 
toiests with scarlet and orange, but j 
there i, still enough of variety of color | 
in the foliage of the different sjecie, of i 
trees planted along the streets and in 
the garden« of the city to attract atten­
tion. Trees of the same s|*ecie, vary ; 
greatly in this respect,according to loeai- | 
ity am! for various reasons. The maple, ' 
thu most common shade tree here, is in 
some places almost as fresh and green ' 
as in spring, and they can be seen in all 
stages of decaying foliage down to the 
leafless tree, tliicklv hung with clusters 
of winged see 1«. The next in numbers 
is th*? Iocu«t, which retains it color long­
er. tint on many the foliage is grow ing 
tliin and the bronze-coloied seed pods 
are becoming conspicuotiH. The elm©, 
the most graceful ut ©hade trees when 
not mutilated, are showering down their 
foliage, and their long, slender boughs 
will soon l»e hare. Walnut trees are 
seen heie and there and are growing 
h.i v. 1’i‘plais are a mixture of green 
and yellow, and only need a few smart 
froe’s to strip them completely. Ches­
nut trees still retain most of their strong 
leathery leaves, but show some shading 
from a ell \v t-» brown. The rowan or 
mountain ash is stili g.ten and with its 
numerous clusters of bright red h.-rries 
presents a beautiful apperanre. (’heriv 
and apple trees show but slight vvi 
dence of the approach of wintei and 
weeping willowsare as green as ever.

Of creeping vines the wisteria is slow 
in changing from green to yellow, and 
where the wild honev-suckle has been 
trained with »he red l»erries of th«» latter 
present a tine contrast. The Virginia 
creeper is show ing all shades of scat let 
and the hop vines u* *d in so many 
places as screens for po. rhes ami win­
dows aie loaded with rijs» hops and are 
removed.

The people who are now filling 
up the country about Los Angeles are 
from temperate, not tropical regions, 
arid however attracted at first by tropi­
cal charms, must in time grow weary of 
them. The "[«erpetiial sunshine” will 
in time liecornean unendurable glare to 
|*eople bred to variety of seasons. Much 
has been the experience of thousands, 
and it is certain to be re|*eated.

When the advantages *>f Oregon Ire- 
conic widely known th,-**-will l*e a rush 
of |ieople h*-*e, and there will lie an ef­
fort to make a “booin'’ similar to that 
now in its height in California.

In flic case of the Oregon an.1 Wash­
ington Mortgage Savings Bank of On»-> 
gon vs. John Catlin, county ju lge, et ' 
al , res|>on<ients, the ju lgtnent of the 
lower court was affirmed; opinion by 
Lord, chief justice. This action is a i 
writ of review brought by appellant to ie- ' 
view the action of the board of equaliza- I 
tion Multnomah county in refusing toi 
allow certain claims for reduction of as-I 
sessinent on account of indebtedness 
The appeal is from the judgment of tlie 
circuit court affirming the decision of the 
boaid. This judgment is affiiimed ; first. 
because the claim of plaintiff for a re­
duction of assessment was not sworn to 
or esiieeially detailed in aceordam e w ith 
the statute ; second, the county and not 
the board should be defendant. In the 
course of the opinion, Judge Lord says 
"The original list shows that the plain­
tiff had a fraction over $14'1,000 taxable 
projierty, according to its own sworn 
statement, and that it had only been as­
sessed for about half that amount, $S0, 
000. or fifty per cent, on the amount ad­
mitted to be subject totaxation. tin what 
principle or by authority of what law 
this mode of taxation is authorised or 
permitted we are unable to discover or 
to understand. In this respect the as­
sessment certainly affords the plaintiff 
little reason for complaint.”

United States.” All Indians who avail 
tliemsi-lves of this provision will liecome 
citizens, but they will not become citi­
zens until they comply with the eon li- 
tions of the act. (2 Any Indian« to 
whom allotments have already lieeti 
made undet any ¡aw or treaty are now 
citizens As to this class of Indians the 
law ia self o|*erative. They become citi­
zens bv virtue of a pre-existing condition.
;; All other Indian«—anil this class 

constitntes the main body of the Indians 
—will not become citizens until ttie al­
lotments provided for by the several'.}' 
act should have l*een made. The allot­
ment of lands in severalty is now pro­
ceeding upon a number of reservations, 
and the Indian office will allot all of the 
lands as rapidly as possible.

The Gheat Tki-hhiopi:.—The thirty- 
six inch telescope, largest in the world, 
which was designed and built by W 
ner A Swanxejr, is finished and will at 
once be shipped to its destination at 
Mount Hamilton. California, where it 
will l.e placed in the l.iclr observatory. 
Tlie base of cast iron is 10x17 feet at the 
liottoin, and 4xK feel at the top, and 
weighs eighteen tons On this column 
rest« a head weighing four tons, on 
which tlie nteel pilar axis, ten feet long 
and twelve inches in diameter, supports 
the declination axis. al«o of steel, ten 
feet long, ten inches in diameter, and 
weighing 230:) («lun ls. The steel tulie, 
fifty-six feet six indies long, is four feet 
in diameter at tl.o center, ta|>ering to 
thirty-six inches at each end, and weigha 
over four tons The driving clock and 
balcony for the assistant astronomer ia 
reached by a spiral staircase at the south 
side of the column. The center of mo­
tion is thirty-seven feet above the base, 
and w hen the telescope is pointed to the 
xenith the object glass, which is thirty- 
six inches in diameter, is sixty-five feet 
from the base. The total weight of the
