legal ban the development of this ele­
ment of domestic wealth only to have it 
exclusively absorla-d by- California on 
this coast would havebeen absurd Prohi­
bition advocates answer this economic 
argument with an untruth by -saying 
that the increased consumption of wine 
and beer has not lessened that of spirit,. 
The official stati-tic-s of bith England 
and the Vnit-.-d States prove that with 
the increase I u-e of b -er and wine the 
consumption of spirits has decreased 
and popular lntenii* ranee has decreased. 
1'he chief of the United States bureau of 
xiati-ftios in his report for December 31, 
ISSfl, gives the figure«, and «ay, :

The above (»roves conclusively that 
the consumption of spirits decreases, 
while that of beer increases. Ik» not 
these facts show that the milder stimu­
lants aie driving out their fiery com|>eti 
tor ?
