That n high protective tariff' does not 

increase the wages of lattoring men is 
shown in the fact that laborers in un­
protected industries ace as well paid as in 
protected industries. It ha* been esti­
mated that the laborers in protected In­
dustrie« number about 1 ,fkXi,<XM). There 
are eight times as many other laborers 
whose industries and occupations are in 
no wute protected, and therefore, il pro­
tection is for tlie Is-nelit of tint laboring 
men, wages for this 1 ,<.»>1,000 men en­
gaged in tho piotected industries ought 
to be higher than the wages of men em­
ployed in unprotected industries, if you 
take comfort and cost of living mto'ac- 
count, the agricultural hand in the state 
oi Ohio receives quite as good wages for 
bis labor as the laborer in the protectsd 
industries of the country.
