Governor Lee of Virginia is recently 
reported to have said that while the as­
sessed valuos of property in the Virginia 
cities were yearly increasing, values in 
the countrj- are steadily declining. The 
Chicago -Vrui, lately speaking of coun­
try property in Illinois, said: “Farms 
are decreasing in value in almost every 
county in the state »here land has not a 
ejiecuiative value on account of its near­
ness to a manufacturing town. A man 
in this city who represents a large 
amount of money loaned to farmers, esti­
mates the decline in the value of Illinois 
farming land to be from 20 to 30 per 
cent, since 1880. That comparatively 
few buildings have been erected on farms 
in Illinois during the last eight years is 
a matter of general observation. Coun­
try carpenters, lumber and hardware 
merchants all state that such is the case. 
In the ‘flush times’ that followed the 
war, Illinois farmers erected fine houses 
and large barns, but now the sound of 
the hammer is not heard m farms u-> 
le«s it is used to repair an old building."

In the east and west, for the two 
states mentioned may probably be taken 
as representative of the status of those 
parts of the country, the profits of agri­
culture are declining. This state of 
things ha. been charged to protection, 
but it cannot be wholly due to that, be­
cause a totally different condition of af­
fairs exists in the states of the extreme 

.south and southwest, where the land is 
rich and the climate is mild. Here in 
Louisiana is a parish where not a single 
mortgage is recorded against a farm, and 
there is not a parish that does not show, 
as far as we have observed, an increase 
in the assessed value of property.

In Virginia the land is worn out by 
centuries of cultivation and agriculture 
is carried on at a ••onsiderable extra cos’, 
for fertilizers. In Illinois on the contra­
ry, the soil is fertde, but the country is 
suffering a reaction from the excessive 
stimulus it has enjoyed for years in the 
way of etc r non - :minigra“on and ex­
cessive railway building. Hie boom is 
over ami mutters have settled down to a 
mere maintenanc • uf what has been ob­
tained. The ordinary profits on food 
crops must be small un'ess. produced at a 
minimum of cost.

Eastern dispatches state that Presi­
dent Cleveland, upon the expiration of 
his term of office, will take up th. prac­
tice of law in New York city in connec­
tion with a well-known firm there.

This is certainly a fitting time to 
urge upon congress the passage of a law 
which should have been enacted long 
ago, namely, a general law providing 
fur pensioning retiring presidents. The 
United States ought to confer-upon its 
ex-presidents a pension for life, equal 
to one-half the salary paid them while 
in offi/e, coupling it with the condition 
that the recipients of the pension should 
not engage in active employment of any 
sort during the remainder of their lives, 
but should live in such case and dignity 
as befits the man who lias had conferred 
upon him the highest honor in the gift 
of the people. The ex-presidents should 
hold themselves at the service of the 
nation, not as partisans, but as honored 
and revered citizens of the republic, 
and should be relieved from any roeee. 
sity of working and toiling for the means 
of subsistence.

The president of the United States 
while in office is commander-in-chief 
of all the armies and navies of the na­
tion, but no sooner has he retired from 
the position than he is not entitled to 
any support at all from the government. 
This is illogical to say the least. The 
fact of one’s having held supreme com­
mand for four years should entitle him 
to a retiring pension if viewed from a 
military standpoint alone; and this 
view is strengthened when consideration 
of the executive functions of the presi­
dent is added to it.

There have been propositions made 
from time tu time to make ex-presidents 
life mem tiers of the senate; but this plan 
is open to the grave objection of disturb­
ing the balance of power among the dif­
ferent states which is assured by the 
constitution, and of creating senators 
without definite coii'titnem ii‘S. Such a 
scheme wuuld be entirely anomalous and 
productive of no useful results.

No substantial objection can lie urged 
against pensioning ex-presidents except 
the general theory of our institutions, 
which has not favored civ'l tensions ;but 
this has already been set aside in the 
case of the justices of the supreme court 
of the United States and other federal 
judges, who are now permitted to retire 
at a certain age upon full pay, and there 
is a general consent on the part oi the 
people to this change in the system. It 
it lie right and proper in the case of the 
judges, why not in the case uf the presi­
dent, whois the chief magistrate of the 
nation?

I here is another argument in favor of 
this proposition. It might so happen 
that a president would be called upon to 
appoint, during iris term of office, a ma­
jority ol the supreme court. Sup|*use, 
then, that having done so, and having 
gone out of office, he appears before 
that court a-, an advocate. No mailer 
how high might Ire the character or in­
tegrity ot the court, its members would 
be only human, and being human they 
could scarcely avoid leaning toward the 
man who had placed them on the 
bench.

But, after all, the Lest argument in 
favor uf the pension proposition is that 
it does nut comport with the honor and 
dignity of a great and powerful nation 
to turn a president ont of office merely 
by n revolution of the political wheel 
and then leave him to earn his living as 
best he may. The United States can 
well afford to pension its ex-presidents, 
and a bill for that purpose should be in­
troduced and passed by unanimous cun- 
sent tietween now and the fourth of 
March.

It is 
supposed that Paris green was used to 
kill bugs on the plants while growing, 
and that it headed up with the cabbage, 
causing such deplorable results.

Habhor Defense.—The New York 
World iecently announced a novel meth­
od of combating European war ships in 
case they should ever attempt to enter 
our harbors in war time with evil intent.
