ilepreaaion now troubling the farmers of 
the country. In hid remarks Mr. Voor- 
heea Baid that “not only had there been 
no increase in the value oi land the lant 
quarter century, but there had been an 
absolute loss of 33 per cent. Improved 
farm lands to-day under the most favora­
ble circumstances would not on a general 
average realize more than two-thirds of 
what their value had been for twenty- 
five years. Ohio farms are now under 
mortgages amounting to $300,(X) 1,0 )0. In 
Illinois 23 per cent, of the whole face of 
the state is under mortgage, amounting 
to $492,000,000. Forty-seven per cent, of 
the State of Michigan is under mort­
gage. In Indiana, Kentucky, Missouri, 
Kansas, Nebraska and the whole North­
west, from 20 to 50 per cent, of the farm 

j lands are under mortgagt»at such rates ot 
interest as the farmer# could nev»*r p tv 
out of the crops, to say nothing of the 
principal. The farmers are thus brought 
face to face with ruin. Nor an» the farms I 
of New England different n this respect | 
from the Western States.”

His remedy for tliis appalling stare of | 
affairs was : “Tariff reform, a full sup-: 
ply of legal money, free coinage of sil­
ver, and suppression by law of gambling 
in futures.”

Mr. Dolph in his reply thinks tl.e 
trouble is “over-prisluetion of gtain 
crops.” He would somehow have the 
production checked or limited. That is, 
wo suppose he would have a portion of 
the farmers of the country quit raising 

j grain and stock, until there is a scarcity 
of farm products, when the price oi the 
limited supply Would advance. The 
five or eight million people who would 
thus be invited to quit farming, in order 
to make farm products high, might en- : 

i joy themselves by eittier starving to ' 
death in idleness, or what is about the. 
same,by going to work for 80 or 00. cuts a 
day in some “protected iuilu'try.”

Tiie miserable sophistries of 
Dolph will not longer be received with 
much applause by the farmers. They 
are beginning th do a little thinking fur 
themselves, says the F.'uzt Oregonian.
