From various source« we gather the 
following facts : ¿.ccortiing lo the census 
of 18H0 wh had over 50,(l0>,000 je-ople in 
the United States and 143,042,000,000 in 
property—more than enough io count 
$8C0 to every individual, or $5000 to a 
family. Tim numb-r of woik people en­
gager! in American manufactures in ISSO 
waa 2.730.000, and they averaged lese 
tlrssir «1 a dav. In tlie eame year we 
had 8 000 000 of farmer» and fai tn liatids ; 
they received for tlieir labor tlie average 
of |28V. Taken collectively, tbe great 
ma-s of American producers received 
each afrout 85 cents jrerdav. From InGO 
to 1870 the wealth of tire countrv iti- 
ceaaed from «16,000.0< 0.000 to «30,0 >0,- 
000,000; in 1880 it amounted to «43 642,- 
000,000. Yet, while in ten years Hie 
wealth of the country nearly doubled,the 
rate ol wages decreased from au average 
ol little more than ««• >0 to an average of 
little more than «300 |>er annum. What 
aliare of the wealth which labor pro­
duced baa it receiver!?

Mr. McB'ide. Ohio commisaioner of 
labor statistic», in his »licerli at Spring­
field, on Labor Day, gave the following 
-latiBticM on labor and capital : In Eng­
land the average production for eacli 
employee was «4o0. Ol tins ihe laborer 
got «2!f0ami cap tai «200. In the United 
Slate» tt.e average prieluction for each 
employee tn i860 *»• «720, of which tlie 
laborer got «346 and iht capital «374 
Io England the laborer get» more than 
capital; in America capital get» more 
than labor. In England the laborer get» 
three-fourths of the products; tn Amer­
ica i(p>» than one hall.

In l»70 the number of female opera­
tive» war- a little over a nnliioii and a 
half; in lb80, Iwo and a ha f millions. 
Of children employed between 10 and 
15 year» < f age there Were, in 1870, 730,- 
164; lbbO, 1,118,366. Io 1850 toe wage» 
paid to meci Mines and ojrerative» in 
manufacturing industrie« repre-ented 23 
;>er cent, ol the value of the finished 
produi'ls of tho»e intimane». Since then 
the share of lab r in that product ba» 
stea l ly tlecre '»ed. It uà» 20 per cent. 
hi i860, 18 in 1870, and 17 per cent, in 
I860. Ine censo» of 1800, however di»- 
h .ne«t, will unquestionably »how a fur­
ther decline.

The number of unemployed in this 
country at the preceut time 1» variously 
estimateti at from lour to five hundred 
thoue.tnd. It is computed ibat every 
»evetdh person in the land is either a 
pauper or a recipient of charity.

In 18-81 tire total estimated valuation of 
pro|>-itv in the United States was »7,- 
135.000,000, which was assessed for 
taxation at «6.024.OoO.llOll, while in 1880 
it was valued at «43.642,000,000 and 
taxed" at »16,902,000.000, of which, m 
both instances, land paid fully 80 per 
cent., leaving the necessary inference 
that banking, railroad and corporate 
wealtli generally must have evaded tax­
ation.

Tbe subject matter of the new land law 
for the past two congressoR ha« been in 
di«nnte between the house and tbesenate 
and for a long time ths conferee« during 
the ianl congress failed to come to an 
understanding The law paesed will 
change the general land system of the 
government. The bill first repeals the 
timber-cu-ture act, but with a reserva­
tion in favor of bona fidf cUimg hereto­
fore initiated. In computing the t>eriod 
of cultivation on claims already accru­
ing, it is provided the time shall run 
from the date of entry, th* necessary 
acta of cultivation bring performed with­
in the proper time, the preparation of 
(he land and the planting of t res to be 
construed aa ac a <f cultiiatim. 1’er- 
sona who have complied with the pro- 
visions of the timber-culture act for f iur 
years may prove up their ciaima by the 
payment of fl 25 per acre. The desert 
land act is amended by requiring the 
fiiing of a man showing the proiK>s*d 
method of reclamation, and no person 
shall receive patents for land under the 
act unless there has been expended 
in tbe work of reclamation at least |3 
per acre, fl to be expei «led in each year, 
and after four years title may be secured 
by the payment of fl per acie. Section 
2288 of tlie revised statutes is amended 
so that any bona fide settler may have 
the right fo t'ansfer any rortion of his 
•¡aim lor ti e right-of-wav for inigstion, 

ms well as for church, cemetery, railroad 
or school purposes. The pre-emption 
law is a repealed, except as to c aims 
heretofore initiated and except also pre- 
emptions by committees under a S|s*ciai 
law. Section 2289 is amended ro that 
(»ersons air*»dy holding 16d Her« s of land 
or who abandon their rts deuces on their 
own land shall not haxe he right to make 
a homestead entrv. The entries may 
la* suspended foi the correction of clerical 
errors The Edited States is estopped 
from the vacation of any patent on claims 
heretofore initiated, unless such suit is 
brought within five yearH, and on future 
claims within six years, i provision is 
made fur town site entri« s in Alaska and 
for the acquisition ttiereof of lands nec- 
easarv for trade or nianufa« taring pur­
pose a. A provision is made for grants of 
right-of-way for irrigation purposes; 
but the reservoir site» are not to contain 
any more land than ne<*e»Rarv for con­
struction and maintenance.

It if not probable 
that the yield in thia industry waa up to 
this mark. Nearly all navel oranges are 
giuwn on bud«;e«i trees. The yield is 
nr ver so large aa on seedlings. Jo one 
instance r» fayrted a reined sea captain in 
Ixmi Angeles county had 8,000 boxes of 
oranges on ten acres uf seedling trees. 
These he sold at an average ol |1 «50 a 
Ik>x on the trees. His small orchard, 
therefore, will bring fiitn in a revenue 
this year of nut les» than $12,000. Tins 
is nut cited as a^ extraordinary iDstance.
