Tiie following circular has been issued 
by the Oregon etate board of commerce 
in rvg:ir«l to tiie sugar l>eet seed, which 
is being distributed throughout the 
country under the auspices of that or­
ganization :

In the effort to Lave experiments 
made in various sections of the state, for 
tiie purpose of ascertaining definitely 
whether sugar beets can l>e produced in 
Oregon of a quality and quantity, and at 
a cost to warrant th»* estalilishing of beet 
sugar manufactories, the following direc­
tions for p'anting arid cultivation of the 
beet l ave been obtained from those who 
have hail exp* rience therein.

Select a soil that will not become hard 
during the growing season. Ttie sugar 
beet, if raised in proper soil, with pro|>er 
cultivation, will grow all under ground 
except a very 
giound becomes han! so that tiie beet 
cannot expand under ground, it will be 
forced above and be worthless for sugar, 
a- all that portion of the beet that pro­
jects above ground contains no sugar, 
luit impurities tiiat prevent the crystalli­
zation of sugar.

Plow the land not less thp.n 12 inches 
ileep the first plowing, as early in the 
season as practicable. Plow very shal­
low th* second tin»«, not over four or 
five inches deep Work the land wt»ll, 
ami after the last plowing pulverize tiie 
surface thoroughly. Then if tiie rainy 
season is about over, Jet it remain from 
10 to 12 days before sowing, in order to 
allow the moisture t » rise to ttie surface 
It tiie seed is sown on freshly prepared 
ground it will germinate immediately, 
and if the weather should l.e warm and 
dry tl><* moisture will retire from tiie sur­
face, the germs w ill die and tiie seed be­
come Worthless.

Tl e ground must be thoroughly pul- 
v«*r /. ‘«I on fop, and the seeds planted in 

i drills fifteen iricfies apirt, not over one 
haii inch deep and thinned out so as to 
stand f.om three to five incties apart in 
the row*. Tire tlnnnii.g an t first weed- 
ng sb- u'd Im* done as soon as tiie young 

b • ts can be distinguished from the 
weed After this, all that is necessary 
is to keep them free from weeds.

A light, sandy loam, or alluvial soil, 
is I est How« ver, the ia-st land in the 
worhi cultivated a« is usually done in 
raising beets for stuck would be worth­
less for beets to manufacture into sugar. 
And unless tiie farmer follows instruc­
tion* in raising beets for this purpose it 
w ill b * no test. Deets grow side by side 
on the same land, one lot grown as di­
rected for sugar. might show by analy­
sis frem 14 to 20 per cent, sugar, while 
the other lot. cultivated as is generally 
<1 ne for slock, and long distances «part, 
woul«l grow large, mainly above ground, 
and contain very little saccharine and 
be unfit for sugar. The farmer wjl ob­
tain fully as large a crop if cultivated for 
sugar as lie would for slock in the usual 
way. The bests would he smaller, but 
thete would be more of them from one- 
ha f to three pounds, ami grown all 
<ler the ground except a small crown, 
is tlier» fors eswentia ly in order that 
test may ire of value for th»* end 
eir« d ti»at the instructions may lie 
lowed strictly.

When the beets ar«» grown, in select­
ing samples for analysis take only those 
that have grown all underground, of 
g'*o«l shape, and do not weigh over two 
P umls An analysis of Ireets raised in 
the ordinary way will give no test of 
value.

Your attention is calle I to the follow­
ing extracts from tiie report of »lie com­
missioner of agriculture, Washington, 
1» C , for the year 1881, on ttie sugar 
!»■(*». and quote ! from ti e most reliable 
European anthorit’e-: ‘ Experiments in 
close planting, c«»nt;nued for a series of 
eight years, gave tin* fol'owing results: 
l«t, rich« r; 2d. letter quality; 3d, of 
larger yield in weight; 4th. lewsexl aust 
ing to the soil.” Also—•‘Beets at small­
er distances w ill produce mere sugar and 
absorb less of tiie saline matter.”

Now we know that the c«»nstitu*nt 
pre perties of sugar are furnished entire­
ly hv the atmosplier**, ami that tiie sa­
line matters are furnisii»’d by the soil, 
ami Ly cultivating the sugar beets at 

I smaller <ii*tanc« s from each other (that 
I is closely p'anted they are less exhaust­
ing to the soil. Cio«e culture 1« more 
pr< fiiaMe at the same time to the grower 
and tiie manufacturer.

Thin your Frfii .—We bopft that our 
fruit-growers will thyi well by artificial 
meant- and not de[>eii<l upon nature and 
spring Htornis to thin their fruit for them. 
A statement ih going the rounds that tile 
laei Morm <ii<l a world of g. o I, from the 
fact that it accomplish« d the «oik which 
otberwiH- have requite«! many hundred 
band* to perform in thinning out the 
fruit from oveiloaded tree? There is no 
doubt but what in some localities the 
wind Hnd rain <114 knock <-ff a few buds 
and a good many bloseoms; but this 
method of thinning your fruit crop can­
not be relied upcii. This seafon of all 
other» growers should distinctly t>ear in 
mind Hat h<avy, thorough thinning 
muet lie done in oriler that the fruit they 
expect to harvi-r-t ehail be of good, mer­
chantable e.ze and quality. With a large 
fruit crop throughout the w hole country, 
only the largest, fineet fruit will eell to 
advantage. Thia claes of fruit can be 
secured this eea*un only from orchards 
that have been lieavi'y thinned. We 
have paid a visit to some of tl«j leading 
fruit sections and find I bat nearly x 
all of the trees ale overloaded with 
buds, blossoms and young fruit. If 
growers [errnit their trees to carry and 
mature the fruit that has set upon them, 
the result will be pool quality, small, un­
desirable fruit this season, and a very 
light ci op of fruit ii[>on those trees next 
season. Nature Will certainly demand a 
rest from over-exertion and overwork. 
\\ atcii your ori-liards closely and tbin 
thoroughly while the fruit is yet small, 
before the |>roc< -s of lorming an4 devel­
oping the p4 has gone too far, as the |>er- 
fecting of tiie germ r< quires an extra ef- 
fort <?u tiie part ol the tr«e ah'l taxes its 
energy, vitality and fe«*d<iig 'plainlea to 
ttieir utmost. Particularly is this the 
case in a season like the present, when 
fruit has set from tiie Hunk of the tree to 
the tips of tiie branebe« so thickly that 
you can hardly see ar.y portiou cf theyou can hardly ere ar.y purtiou cf 
tree.
