Within 
sixty days the governor sh ill appoint five 
competent phai macists as a board, winch 
shall examine applicant» ami issue certifi­
cates, the fee to be in each case Any 
person is » ntitle»! to be registered who is 
either a graduute in pharmacy or engaged 
in the busine-s at the time th’s act takes 
effect. The latter class may, upon satis 
factory proof, obtain certificate* upon pa.\ 
ment of fee ('lerkswho hay»* been in 
sei vice two Y ears mav obtain a ct rtifi-ate 
a* register«?»!

emigrant named Bauder, known to have 
been guilty of crime in Germany. The 
correspondent says that tliere is but little 
concealment uf the tustom in all the 
German states, as well as other Euro­
pean countries, of shipping al! ttie incor­
rigible criminals to America. In Switz 
erlaml the released convict signs an 
agreement promising not to return to ttie 
country. Although America is not men­
tioned in the agreement, nearly all the 
exiled crimii.als goto America or Eng­
land. The government generally pays 
the passage, although sometimes Hie 
money is contributed by friends. Ttie 
men are warned befurehaml what to say 
when they reach America, acid it is sa««l 
very few of them return to Germany, 
showing that they have beeu periuitteil 
to land. In thia wav the petty slates of 
Germany save tlieiiiiw-lv«-» coiienierable 
expense for prisoners, the convicts wiio 
wouid otherwise prove a permanent 
charge being regularly dratted off tu the 
United States.

The same correj|s>ndent writes that 
another crying evil with emig«ation from 
Germany is ttie numtur of wive, and 
betr<4li«.«i women wtio are dewiled bv 
husbands ami lovers among tire emi­
grants. The extent of tins evil, he de- 
e arts, can he appreciated only by mi­
nute mquiiies among p«>orer classes.

Some < f them 
will lemain in Errglaml am! otbe.s w.ll 
proceed to tire L’uiteil Slates.
