A eorrespoudeut writes from Kimberley,

Exercise That Children Ne 
Dr Ferdinand ItfAgrauge, who 

ten a valuable book on exercise 
hood, says that for years past 

1 been felt by those charged with 
tion of the young in France,
children have lost th? taste for exercises. 
This he attributes entirely to tbe sinister 
predominance of the school master in mod 
ern child life. Tbe denial of nature’s 
rights in respect to ¡»lay is followed by an 
unfailing Nemesis in tbe form of ill health, 
or wbai is ¡»erhapa still worse, by gradual 
adaptation to circumstances leading to a 
joyless child—poor, flabby, languid youth, a 
stunted, stagnant maturity and a pre ma 
tur? old age.

“How, then,” be asks, “are children to 
i)e made good animals?” By the fullest 
possible development of their bodily pow 
ers. How is this development to be com­
passed’ Adapting Danton’s famous say­
ing. I answer by exercise, by exercise, 
and again by exercise. There can be no 
dispute alxiut this The only question 
is as to tbe form and amount of exercise. 
The period of childhood may I* taken as 
extending from the age of two or three 
years up to puberty. Now what is wanted 
at this stage is not so much tbe acquisition 
of muscular strength or skill as a solid 
foundation of general health. In child 
hexxi exercise should lie almoat exclusively 
general or hygienic; indeed, 1 am inclined 
to think that the ¡esa purely lqeal or ath­
letic exercise a growing cLiM has tbe bet­
tar it will Im», not only for its constitution, 
but for its future muscular development.

Very young children should be encour­
aged to run about, to trundle hoops, or if 
at the seaside to build castles, etc., ou the 
sand—in short, to play an«l romp instead 
of dawdling In the way of systematic ex­
ercise for young children there Is nothing 
ta tter than the kindergarten movements. 
For older children no methodical exercise, 
however scientifically arranged, can com 
pare with the boisterous outdoor games 
which bring every muscle into play, lash 
th«* heart into a gallop and make the vital 
Iteilows—the lungs—blow the fire of 
into a glow —New York Post.

Wholesale
Secure from Losairs by Faying
Premium« —How the Biodnr«« 1« Car­
ried Ou—A Sample Ca»e.

Iuburance is becoming a science with 
mauy branches. Everything, from a bureau 
life to an express package, is protected by a 
policy guaranteeing pecuniary satisfactioQ 
as a balm for the gnef of tbe unfortunate 
owner or heir Tbe latest addition to the 
insurance fold is that much abused chap, 
the creditor. The list of contingencies, 
which began with fire and shipwreck and 
grew to include death, railroad accidents, 
land titles, wedding dowries, boiler explo­
sions, window- fractures, etc., now extends 
to business failures.

Money and brains have been expended 
for years in trying to apply the doctrines 
of averages and chances to protection 
against financial misfortune and ’‘crooked­
ness.” It was readily seen that if manu­
facturers and v* Loitsale merchants, who 
necessarily do an mormon, credit bus!new, 
could be insured against loss by the va­
garies of their debtors, the harvest of 
premiuniM wnuJd b« enormou.«.

Tbe difficulty was, however, bow to ad­
just matters s&that the seder would :iot 
become reckless in tbe granting of credits, 
knowing that he was insured, and tbe 
buyer careless of his obligations, knowing 
that his creditor was protected.

The problem has been solved iu two dif­
ferent ways, and four or live different con­
cerns, big aud little, arc now ''’competing 
for the business of the wholesale houses, 
large jobbers and manufacturers. The 
first general plan may be called tbe indi­
vidual or personal guarantee plan. The 
second has a general an«l impersonal guar­
antee for its ba-is. The first plan is to 
guarantee individual accounts up to a cer­
tain limit, at various rates of premium, 
graded a<*cording to the underwriter’s esti­
mate of the debtor’s financial responsibil­
ity and honesty.

The second plan i- to insure tbe creditor 
against losses generally without reference 
to the debtors, so long as said losses are in­
curred while doing business within certain 
stipulated rules Another line of division 
maybe drawn between schemes iu which 
only excesses over a stipulated average loss 
are to be considered.

PLAN OF rnE Bl SlNEsS.
Tbe individual guarantee plau is being 

operated by a num!*er of small companira 
aud has been on trial for many years, but 
has not come into general use. The l*asis 
of the system must tie an organization 
similar to the well known mercantile 
ag(*Qcies. Tbe company must have accu­
rate information as to the financial stand­
ing of every debtor. From this they esti­
mate tbe risk and fix the ¡»remium which 
they will charge in guaranteeing his obli­
gations.

In the books of «»lie of the latest of these 
companies tbe mercantile worb! is divided 
into seven classes, like Shakes;»care’s se\eu 
ages. First comes cbi>*5 “A,” whose mem­
bers have lieen uniformly successful iu 
business, never suffered from even a tem­
pi» rary embarrassment an«! are of undoubt 
ed probity.

Next to this “gilt edge ’ edaas mines class 
“B,” whose men«l»ers Lave Lad their iinan 
cial gilding slightly tarniebed. And so tbe 
scale descends until class “G'*’ is reached, 
which include those who buvr failed in tbe 
past and are likely to do so again.

This classification has nothing to do with 
the extent of tbe firm’s ]»<•—«-v-ions. It is 
qualitative, not quan’ilalive

Next comes the ch«ssiti< atmn a» to the 
limit of risks. At the head stand those 
firms wboaeobligations will la* guaranteed 
up to any amount Se*N»nd, those xvho will 
not be gUMHiijtmd l>eyond a total of say 
$10,(IK), and -o on down to eijia.l amounts. 
The company will not i->ue any more poli­
cies on any firm after tbe total of obliga­
tions guaranteed has reached tbe limit.

When a claim has not l»ern paid it is as­
signed to the underwriting company, which 
saves what it ran out of the xvreck of tbe 
bankrupt business w herewith to reimburse 
itself.

Around the central 
cluster of huts is an oj>en space of grass 
yards xvide, and around this space are the 
habitations of the warriors—said to num- 
l>er 4,000—and their families, beyond these, 
again, is the stockade, which is several 
miles in length.

Ixibengula, with six of his Indians, 
administering justice. Cases are brought 
from all parts of thecouutry, and are for 
nially argued and judicially decided. The 
Indutias act as counsel for tbe parties, and 
take technical points with au ingenuity 
which would du credit to a British queen’s 
counsel, and discuss and debate the cases 
with great eagerness.

Infle?«!, in many ways the Matabele liti­
gation is similar to our own. tor although 
the Indanas fiercely urge the claims of a 
client while the case lasts, their differences 
disapftear the moment the king’s decision 
is given During the ¡»endency of a case, 
moreover, the Ind unas keep religiously' 
away from tbe parties concerned and their 
friends; but as soon as the case is over they 
approach tbe successful or defeated party 
as if there had heen no dispute. The king 
very prudently draws his assessors in turn 
from various parts of the country, and 
d«Yes not allow any set of men, from long 
habit, to Ixvome his masters or too expert 
enced advisers.

Tbe \x bite man who comes upon this 
scene xvi'd Is* kept waiting till tbe dispute is 
disp«»t*d of atnl so hot is the sun that he 
will gladly avail himself even of the shade 
of the meat rack (for there are uo tr»*e>) 
and try, by smoking, to avoid th? flies 
which his shelter brings him. When be 
is well recvive«l the king will send him a 
bucketful of l»?er, which be is exj»ected to 
drink, or if l»?er is scare?, meat to the 
amount of sixteen platefuls, which he 
must eat unless the king’s back is turned, 
when the traveler will hastily give por­
tions to the black boys, who are ever ready.

Ixibet.guia’s conduct to the traveler xx ill 
la* coiirteou*. but he is not easily to la? 
taken in. Iwing very shrewd It is bis great 
niisfortune that there are no means of 
writing in his country. The concessions 
which he has given, or i*» supposed to have 
given, are written out in English and an 
thentiratc«! I»y the king's seal, which is an 
elephant, but whether the document ac­
curately representa, or represents at all, 
what xvas intended by the grantor of the 
concession there is no means of ascertain­
ing.

TREATMENT OF HIS EMISSARIES.
When Lobeugula sent his mission to 

Englaud he selected as emissaries one man 
who was r« i.ed upon for bis eloquence, an­
other who was remarkable for his j .»w?rs 
of observation. In the language of the 
country, one was the t-ougue, the other the 
eyes and cars of the king Their memories ! 
were excellent, aud they brought back ¡ 
most picturesque descriptions of the coun- 
try they bad teen. Ixmdon was like tbe 
ocean; a man might walk, and walk, and 
walk, an ] yet never get to the end of tbe 
bouses.

If Englishmen were killed, they rejairted, ' 
for every dn»p of blood In their bxxiies. an- ■ 
other would spring up to take t.'***ir ¡»ku'es; ; 
but xx hat m»»>t astonished them was tbe ! 
telephone. They were placed a mile apart 
ami talked together. Afterward they de-I 
clartsl that they could imagine such a rua 
chine might talk English, but how it could 
Ixi taught t«> speak tbe Kaffir language 
they could not understand.

Upon the return of the embassadors tbe 
king did not tr i*t them wholly, but had 
euch with him alone for a fortnight, and, 
keeping them perjietually drunk, got from 
them an account of all lhat they had s< n : 
and b« ar«i They brought l>ack, as is well 
known, a gold chain, with a five sovereign 
piece atuiched, for the king, and a bangle 
apiece for themselves.

The chain aud coin the king gave to his 
favorite wife, not caring to keep ¡»resents 
from the white ¡ample; one bangle w.v 
given by th«* emissary wbo received it to ' 
Ijobengula; tbe «»ther was presented to Mr ! 
Kenny Tailymir, who has great influeuct 
in Matabeleland, fur th? subjects followed 
their monarch's example and would nut : 
keep English gifts.—London Times.

Why Some Fishes Die Easily.
The reason that fishes an<i mollusks liv­

ing wen three miles under water are able 
to Ix-ar th** pressure of the waves al>ove 
them, which is one ton to the square inch at 
the depth of only a mile, is liecause they 
have <*\ ediugly loose tissues, which al­
low tl.< w iter to flow through every inter- 
stice like it would through the pores of a 
stxing«-, thus equalizing the weight. Iu- 
drrd, it h asserted, the main cause of their 
dying almost immeiliately upon being 
brought to the surface is liecause the ac­
customed ¡.ressurc has been removed. Ac­
cording to th«* naturalist of the Challenger 
ejqnshtion, all secies of sharks brought 
up from a depth of over two miles are 
dead before they reach the surface.—St. 
Ixjuis Republic.

At V o’clock the d*x»rs were cloned, and it 
was foil mi that eighty one accounts Lad 
beeu opened and f2,Ho7 deposited. The 
largest <l<*po>it was $300 anil the bmallfit 
two dol us This bank, now more com­
monly known a> the Bleecker Sibert bank, 
still fl in>hr«. an<l on the first of January, 
1W1. h id a larger number of depositors 
than any other bank in the city, the num­
ber !>eing 115.213. The amount deposited 
in 1R90 amounted to S&,ti(K>,$38.—New Y’ork 
Recorder.
