It w*as in 
1855. During the last of May and the first 
of June the entire counties of .Sacramento 
an<l .San .Joaquin were cosered with locust» 
or “hopper«' and nothing to equal it has 
been witnessed in the state since.

With the Digger Indians the grasshop­
pers are a great luxury, and are Used as 
meat and eat«n in various ways. That 
year Indians swarmed into the valleys 
from the mountain* and had a royal feast 
for several weeks Some would catch the 
grasshoppers, thread them on a string, 
bang them o\er tne fire until done brown,
