WASHINGTON

The statement that comes from
Washivgton concerning the order
stoppiog fuither surveys of lands in
Oregon is: ¢

“WasmIiNGTON, D. C., May 15.—
The Commissioner of the General
Laod Office has decided that there
shall be no further surveys of publie
lands in Oregon this year. The
fraudulent caking of lands by alleged
settlers for the benefit of corporations
and syndicates is the cause. This de-
cisiun of the Geperal Lavd Office
grows out of the frauds practiced and
exposed during the Hermann admin-
istration of the land aff4irs and which
brought abiut Hermann’s removal.

“It is regretted at the Department
here that the innocent are compelled
to suffer with the gullty, for many
persons have gone upon 160 acres of
unsurveyed lands ipiendiog to make
hona-fide homes and fultill the provis-
fons of the law.

“But, owing Lo the course pursued
by the fermer Lard Commissioner,
and the necessity of goiog to the bot-
tom of the matter, it is found to be
necessary Lo cease work In surveying
the lands, which will be deferred to a
time so distant tbat great bardship
will be wrought vpon the workiog
people who have gone iInto Oregon
and begun to build homes.

Settlers Very Much -Survey-
ing Stopped.

No new townships are to sur-
veyed in Oregon by the Government
this year, according to present pros-
pects, and all those in course of sar-

he

|gation under the supervision of the

Richards.

T'he catse of this suspension of sur-
veys, as nearly as can be learned, is
the reports of Special Agenu Green, of
the Interior Department, who be-
came alarmed at the great quantities
of timber lands being bought up by
lumber syndicates, who use the al-
leged “'settler’ as a go-between in ac-
quiring title. Surveys are pow sus-
pended in the timber regions of Lane,
Douglas, Josepnine, Coos and Curry
counties, in Western Oregon, ana in
Wallowa and Klamath counties, east
of the Cascade Raoge.

*“It is nwot the policy of the Gov-
ernment to survey these lands for any
set of individuals or corporations de-
an officer

Land Commissioner

sald today. *“These lands are held
for actual settlers, and those who en-
ter the quarters as timbered lands
them should the

steading. The Governwent has giv-
en away a good deal of timbered lands
to syndicates unwittingly; but the
policy of issuing final proof papers to
all man er of entrymen will hereafter
be abavdoned.

“It is quite likely that in the near
future these lunds will be disposed of
according to the amount of timber
they contain, and that Uncle Sam will
go intoa little sp2culation on his own
account, as some of the states which
own timber lands bave done. In this
way thousands of dollars will be
saved by the Government which has
heretofore disposed of timber lands at
22.50 an acre that in reality were
worth 20 times that sum.

A greal many squatters are now
patiently waiting in the woods for
surveys that will enable them to ob-
tain title by homesteading and com
muting for the purpose of selling out
Lo speculators: but these syualters
will kave to go through a much more
rigid scrutiny than heretofore.”

A timber dealer in discussing the
situation today said:

“What good is 160 acres of timber
land to the individual? It isn't
worth six bits to him. Capital is
needed to bulld logging railroads, set
up sawmills and bire large numbers of
men in gettiog the timber out. Ir
Uncle Sam insists on each settler

keeping the 160 acres there will be no
more logging camps, as Inree bodies
of land are needed Lo justify heavy
outlay in getting out the timber.”

NO APPLE PIE
IN EASTERN STATES

Frosts Almost Ruin Fruit Crops in
Many Localities.

George H. Lamberson, secretary of
the State Board of Horticulture, has
received a letter from B. M. 'l‘nnnl*r. a
large wholesale fruit dealer of Kansas

| City, Mo., inquiring about this sea-

son’s apple erop in Oregon. Mr. Tan-
ner writes that tne fruit crop through-
out the whole Middle West was
greatly damaged by severe frosts on
the nightsof April 29and 30. Up to
that time the prospects were never
better for an immense crop in Kau-
sas, Missouri, lowa, Nebraska and
other upper Mississippi River Valley
states. “But now," states Mr. Tan-
ner, “reports are comiog In which in-
dicate that only 40 or 50 per cent. of
the usual erop will mature.'™
GOOD FOR OREGON GROWERS.

Secretary Lamberson is of the opin-
ion that Oregon dealers wiil soon re-
celve large fruit orders from the
wholesale houses in Kansas City, Chi-
cago, Omaha and St. Louis. He also
expects that within the next few
weeks there will be quite a number of
dealers and growers from the Middle
States here to inspect the orchards of
this state.

Cyclopes, frosts and bu s have been
playing havoc with the orchards of
the east fcr the pist score of years,
and the growers are said to be some-
what weary of the fight. This 18 ex-
pected to result in a large amount of
outside capitil being invested in Ore-
gon frult farms within the next few

months.

Peaches Were Hurt.

The peachcrop is likely tobe a light
ope, owing to the ravages of frost.
Reports from Ashland and its vicinity,
where many peaches are produced,
anonounce thatthe greatest havoc fis
reported to the Early Crawfords, and
no estimates of the output of this
variety run higher than ope-halfa
crop, while other orchardistsare figur-
ing vn 8 basis of ope-quarter. Esti-
mates on the output of Muirs vary
widely. ln some sections these trees
will have wo undergo considerably
thinning, while in others the loss is
pearly as great as to the Crawfords.
The early varieties, like the Hales and

Alexanders, will yield heavily as usual.
The Salways will be quite numerous,
and the proportion of loss is not as
great as some other kinds. All in all,
the Ashland peach crop for the sea-
son of 1903 wiil be short; but the pros-
pects for remunerative prices were
never better, says the Tidings.
