or of internal improvements.
An(r‘ w:emu, by the Conrx’atimtion of
said State, the proceeds of the sales of
said lands are set apart for the support
of common schools therein, on condi-
tion that Congress shall consent to
such appropriations of said proceeds:
Now, therefore,

Be it resolved by the Senate and
House of Representatives of the Unit-
ed States of America in Congress As-
sembled, That the consent of Conoress
is hereby o?ve_n. that the proceeds of
the sales of said lands shall be appro-
E«;:tefl in the munner provided in the

stitution of the State of Oregon, so
far as the same have not been hereto-
fore appropristed by said State, in
compliance with the provisions of said
act of September four, eighteen hun.
dred and forty-one."

It will not satisfy the people of the
whole State, who feel that the Canal
snd Lock Company swindle is too huge
to be overlooked, and that it too shounld
be crushed if possible. Tt is too much
like locking the door after everything
valusble has been stolen, to suit them,
and the legisleture that sanctioned it,
and anyone who upholds it or parleys
with it, will find it difficult indeed, to
justify itself, or himself, before the
peopie.
