SENATOR DOUlI.

At lost the great Senatorial struggle
is ended. For forty days a faction of

Republican legislators stubbornly held
out against a two thirds majority of
their political associates. The cause
of this unusual display of resistance
had its origin purely in personal ani-

mosity, and has no political significance
beyond tho fact that the "gentlemen
enijaged in it have shown themselves

ready and willing, not to say eager, to

disregard one of the fundamental prin-

ciples of representative government,
disorganize the Republican party in

this state, and peril its supremacy inthe
nation in order to to appease the in-

dividual ill will of tho men who man-

aged them. There was no great party
question involved in the issue. No

one felt, or assumed to feel, the heavy
uautfor a poltMfcra Upon him.
The party has not emHTd the felicity
of such long continued and uninter-

rupted supremacy in this state as to
foster those feelings of party owner-

ship against which Republicans in
other states feel themselves called upon
to protest The contest did not even
approach the dignity of a division upon
opposing candidates. Those members
who opposed tho causus nominee made
no pretense of maintaining their oppo-

sition in tho intorest of any one par-

ticular person. If the nauseating bit-

terness of that organ which furnished
their arguments and formed their
opinions had left any doubt as to their
poverty of principle, or their purpose

, of opposition, that fact alone would

have br en sufficient to dissolve it. It
must be the invitation of extreme oc-

casions, or extordinary errors on the
part of the majority, which would call

for such persistent and sustained war-

fare upon the part of'so unimposinc; a
minority. Nothing short of a measure
radically wrong in purpose and

in effect could justify cr ex-

cuse it. If such an occasion had de-

manded the devotion of this one third
minority they would have at once
marshaled their forces under the ban-

ner of some able and accomplished
leader. But there was no such neces-

sity. No principle wat at issue. No
party measure was on trial. They
absorbed the animus and shared the

who organized their opposition and
dictated their performances. They
lent themselves to these men, and at
once because tho willing instruments of
personal revenge and individual ad-

vancement. Such was the occasion,
and such the purpose, which inaugura-
ted and continued this unusual opposi-

tion to the will and wish of the party,
as expressed by a two-third- s majority.
At the very close of the session, when
the eighteen obstructionists had un-

mistakably announced their intention
to close tho session without an election
the majority, with a devotion to their
party which does great credit to their
intelligence and vindicates their purity
of purpose, sacrificed their candidate
and surrendered their undoubted right
to control, in the interest of their party
and their country. In doing this, they
happily succeeded in centering upon an
able and upright man who is thorough-
ly qualified to represent our interests
in the United States Senato and is ac-

ceptable to the Republicans throughout
the state. Senator Dolph is in no
way connected with the faction who
fought the choice of the caucus and at
no time has he encouraged or assisted
it. He was not, in fact, a candidate
until it was known that Mr. Mitchell
could not be elected. It was then, and
then only that he appeared before the
Legislature as a candidate. Bk

of this state no matter what may
iavo been their feelings before the
final ballot. He is now the Senator,
not of factions, or of locality, but of the
whole state.

Tho effort being made by tho star-rout-e

robbers to create the impression
that the Department of Justice has
attempted to bribe jurors to secure s,

is the strongest evidence yet
presented of desperation to which they
are reduced. It is exceedingly strange
tnat so eminent a man as Ingersoll
would lend himself to such an enter-
prise. The affidavits whichhe presents,
contain many internal evidences of
weakness, and fall perfectly flat when
the character of the men who make
them becomes known. No fair minded
man believes for a moment that Attor-

ney-General Brewster, would be
quilty of an attempt to convict the
accused, except by the regular means
of afair trial; and these affidavits while
they exhibit the weakness of the de-

fense will result in strengthening the
cause of the prosecution.

OHIO.

The recent election in Ohio is a
source of much comfort and gratulation
to our Democratic friends. It is so

seldom they have anything approach-

ing a political victory over which to re-

joice that their present excessive trans-

ports are not surprising. Like the
man who insisted he must have a great
deal of credit because nobody had ever
been willing to take any of it, so they
have a large surplus of political re-

joicing which has been accumulating
for nearly a quarter of a century,

save by a few temporary ad-

vantages. This, they are ready and
eager to dispense upon short notice
and the slightest occasion. The elec-

tion has afforded them an opportunity,
or something which they have taken
as an opportunity, to unload an unu-

sual amount of this unused commodity.
Their politicians set their eyes, each

upon his favorite office, and many
upon the same one too and in trump-

et tones announc the dawn of the day of
Democratic supremacy and the down
fall of the party in power Their edi-

tors auoTa their leading column with
the picture of a rooster supposed to be
in the act of crowing, the cut for which

has been borrowed from a Republican
cotemporary. And what is all this
about? Ohio they say has gone Dem-

ocratic. The political rejoicing of one
party generally signifies a correspond-
ing depression of the other. But let
us look into this Ohio election a little
before we bow our heads in the sorrow
of defeat, and see what there is in it to
inspire rejoicing or induce depression.
To begin with, it must be remembered
that this is what is known as an "off'
year in Ohio. The only state
officers elected was, Secre-

tary of State, Judge of tho Supreme
Court and member of the Board of
Public "Works. These officers the
Democrats have elected by a majority
of about 15,000. Majority enough,
certainly, but not 35,000 as they nt
first assured us. The most important
officers elected were Congressmen.
Under the late apportionment Ohio is
entitled to 21 Congressmen. 'She
formerly had but 20. Of these the
Republicans had-15- , giving them a ma
jority of 10. The late election gives
the Democrats, according to the latest
advices, 14 and the Republicans 7 a
Democratic majority of 7. This, in
itself, is really a great gain for the
Democrats. The cause of this unusual
change is due partly to the disaffection
prevanYng in rfennsyiVanni icnJ 2fjn--

York. This, coupled with the fact
that it is an off year in politics, con-

tributed somewhat, no doubt, to the re-

sult But there was an issue in Ohio
which, though it is exceedinglv dis-

tasteful to the better element of the
Democratic party, must be admitted
as the principle cause of the Republi-

can defeat For many years there has
been no law in Ohio compelling saloons
to close on Sunday or, for the matter
of that, substantially no law regulat-

ing saloons, or the selling of whisky, or
the observance of Sunday. The last
Legislature, which was Republican,
passed a law compelling saloons to
close on Sunday, and at a specified hour
of the night during the week, togather
with other regulations for the observ-

ance of the Sabbath as a day of rest
This offended a large number of ger-ma-

because it interfered with their
business, and turned the entire force of

the whisky element against the Repub-

licans. The Democrats saw the op-

portunity and they eagrly embraced it
"Free whisky and no Sunday" was the
issue, and upon that issue Democracy
pulled itself into power in Ohio. The
Republicans did not go to the extent
of endorsing prohibition, but only in-

sisted upon a wholesome regulation of
the liquor traffic. This did not meet
the demands of the strictest temper- -

dement who demand absolute pro
hibition, and in mmr districts thev
presented prohibition tickets. These
tickets drew, almost their entire
strength from the Republican ranks.
Politics is always most active in the
centers of population and inaction and
indifferonce prevails in the country to
a much greater extent than in the
cities and towns. The whisky element
was active. It spent money freely and
stopped at nothing which promised suc-

cess. Its activity was confined to
cities and towns where .its influence is
greatest, and its power most potent. It
was allied with the Democrats because
they promised it indulgence and pro-

tection as the purchase price of its as-

sistance. The Republicans occupied
that compromise ground on the whisky
question which lost them that support,
without gaining the propibitionists who
seem to have preferred a total loss to a
partial gain. Upon this issne the
Democrats, are welcome to all they
have gained. They have gone before
the country as the champions of free
whisky-an- no Sunday in Ohio and
while they rejoice over the victory, the
people will not forget the isut upon
which it wm obtimtd,

The law regu'ating the government
of the State insane asylum creates a
board of trustees composed of the Gov-

ernor, Secretary of State, and State

Treasures. This board shall hold all

the property both real and personal
connected with the asylum intrust for
the state and for tbe-us- e of the asylum.

They have the exclsiuve power of ap-

pointing all the officers connected with

the care of the insane and of prescrib-

ing their duties and powers. They are

required to hold monthly meetings at
the seat of the Government, visit the

asylum once every three months, keep

themselves fully informed of the affairs

of the asylum and report in detail to
the legislature at each session. The

entire Government of the asylum is

under the control of this board and its
efficiency will depend very much upon
the manner in which they discharge
the duty committed to them under this
law. The superintendent is to be ap-

pointed by the board but is to serve
during good behavior. An excellent
provision by the the way. His salary
is fixed at S2 5M per year. He is to
have two assistants who are to receive
a salary of 1,800 and 1,200 respect-

ively. The superintendents must be
regular graduates in medicine ami they
must have practiced at least five years
from the date of their diplomas. The
law goes into effect whenever the
public necessity requires it Which
means when the new asylum building
is completed.
