The sbounding falsehoods and un-
1 imited boasts of the Democrats lead
soms Republicans to ask for candid
statement of the prospect. The only
objection to such a statement is that it
may encourage over conlidence and ne-
glect of needed effort. It wmaust be
elearly understood, as a basis and ne-
cessary condition of every estimate,
that the supporters of Mr. Blaine are
to work as earnestly and faichfully as
if each doubtful vote might turn the
scale; that their organization, already
the best ever seen in a Presidential
campsign, is to ke perfected at every
point, and that their viligence in de-
tecting and  exposing Democratic
frauds and forgeries is to know no re.
lapse.

No Democrat really hopes for suc-
cess in any New England State. But-
ler will probably get wmore votes in
Massschusetts than Cleveland and a
great many in Conuecticut and New
Hampshire, but there is no sense in
doubtipg that Mr. Blaine will havea
clear msjority in every New England
Btate.

The
last full vote in Jowa was for Govern
" er—Raepublican, 164,000; Democratic,
139,000; Greenback, 23,000, The last
fall vote in Michigan was in 1880;

sicn candidate falls 12,000 short of the
votea then cast for Hancock and
Weaver, and those together were 19 -
000 short of the vote cast for Garfield.
Finally, in Ohio the Democrats suc.
cseded by & bare majority of 1300 last
year, with the liquor interost, the wool
growers and much Republican indecis-
ion of purpose to help them. Every-
body who helped them tben hus been
cheated and resents it. In brief, as to
sll those States, the Republicans start
with a clear head and in all they are
more united and enthusiastic than
they have been in any other campaign
for many years, while the open sup
port of Mr. Blaine by thousands of
Democrats in each of these States
gives them increased nssurance of
succesi. Add to this the fact that
that General Butler is a candidate and
that Mr  Cleyeland is personally re
pugnant to his own party and the sit-
uation is not unfavorable.
