The result of the test, although of
course not as conclusive as the severer
test of actual warfare, leaveB little to fear
as to tho effectiveness of the pneumatic
gun. Secretary Whitney expresses him-
self "pleased with the experiment and sat-

isfied with its success. He admits that
he was incredulous, but "seeing is be-

lieving," and the testimony of his own
eyes greatly impressed him with the
power of the explosion. The vessel was
Jjftcd up bodily and then went out of
sight, instantly.

THB CTAH COMMISSION.

A majority of the Utah commission,
nnsiotinB of G. L. Godfrey, A. B. Wil-

liams and Arthur L. Thomas, have filed
the annua report of the commission with
the Secretary of the Interior. Commis-
sioner! Carlton and McClernand, dissent-
ing from many of the views expressed
therein do not sign the report, and their
v!ews as yet are not disclosed.
The majority report presents voluminous
'tatitics, one of the strongest inferences

to be drawn from them being the ham-
pering effects of Mormonism shown by
the comparatively stew growth of the
Territory. The population of the territo-
ry is estimated at 200,000, a gain of not

C0 000 in seven years. On April 1,
1887,. the total Mormon population of the
territories of Utah, Idaho, Arizona, Wy-
oming and New Mexico and the states of
Nevada and Colorado was 162,323, offici-
ally classed as follows: The first presi-
dent, eleven apostles, sixty-fiv- e patri-
archs, 6,444 seventies, 3,723 high priests,
12,411 eiders, 2,423 pnests. 2,497 teach-
ers 6.854 deacons, 81,283 members nd
46,639 children under 8 years of age. The
total church population of Utah was 132,-29- 7.

The Gentile population is estimated
at 53,000, whose advancement 'and' pros
perity, equal to one-thir- d the entire as--
sewed valuation of the territory, exclu-
sive of railroad property, have been
achieved in spite of combined Mormon
competition and opposition. The differ-
ent religious denominations have 'now in
"tah sixty-tw- o churches. The Metho--

denomination has the largest num-v- r,

twenty-six- , the Presbyterians eigh
teen. Catholics six, and to decreasing
through five other societies. These sev-

eral churches have established and con-

trol eighty-seve- n schools, with an aggre-
gate of 0,663 pupils and 230 teachers.

The Mormon hierarchy maintain aeon- -

istcnt position of hostility to the nation-
.ii iawB. its system ol government is
complete ami independent, and it still en
forces as a religious duty the tithings and
other denominations which support the
rnuren. ine national laws lor the sup
pression of polygamy are held in con
tempt, although in effective operation,
and the issue is squarely maintained, not
withstanding the fact that so many have
been convicted. Under the Edmund
law, 541 persons hive been indicted in
the past five years, ot whom 289 were
convicted, 14 of them for polygamy.
Many of the indicted parties have fled to
escape arrest.

After reciting the facts concerning the
Mormon movement for statehood, which
the have steadily refused
to recognize, the commission expresses
its opinion. It regards this state move
ment as an effort to free the Mormon
church from the toils which the firm at-

titude of the government and the ener-
getic course of the Federal officers have
thrown around it, and opposes its con-

summation.
The commisJ "" rene waits resummon

dations of Iawt year, except as to such as
were enacted in the laws of the last ses
sion of Congress. The commission also
recommends that authority be conferred
upon the government of the territory to
appoint county officers. In conclusion
the commission submits that in its opin
ion the results which have followed from
th passage of the Edmunds act have
been very beneficial to the territory. It
has provided a fair, honest and orderly
nystein of elections and it is universally
conceded bv Mormons and
that there has been no charge nor even
rumor of fraud in connection with the
registration of votes and the conduct of

the clcctioi s since the commission first
commenced its work.

AMERICA 'VHBEOUM.

The erection of a .monument on the
Gettysburg battlefield commemorative&of
American heroism,an idea which origina-

ted during the reunion of Pickett's divi-

sion of the Army of Northern Virginia, is
crystalizing into actual accomplishment
At the time of the first move in the mat
ter representatives from Pickett's Divi-

sion, Cowan's First New York Battery
and the Philadelphia Brigade were pres-
ent, and resolutions were adopted favor-
ing the project. These have been ratifi-
ed by all the bodies named, and repre-

sentative committees have been appoint-
ed to carry it into effect. The monument
will probably be the largest on the battle-
field. Some difficulty is experienced in
agreeing upon a proper site. It was pro-

posed to erect it where General Armisted
fell. As the monument is to be commem-
orative of American heroism, this was
not thought to be the most suitable spot.
The spot where the commander of Pick
ett's divibion tell is marked in history as
the spot where treason met its downfall,
and had nothing to do with American
heroism. Suggestion has been made
that the monument be placed on the po
sition held either by General Hancock
or Meade. The "bloody angle" was also
spoken of as a historical spot not to be
forgotten. However this question may
be decided, it is certain that the propos-
ed monument is exciting a good deal of
interest throughout the country. Boston,
New York and some western cities have
already taken action on the matter, and
it looks as if the monument would' be the
distinctive monument of the war. The
southern veterans are equally enthusias-
tic and zealous in their efforts to accom-
plish this end. Besides the other repre-
sentative committees there is a fourth
consisting of leading journalists and oth-
er influential men throughout the coun-
try. The work will undoubtedly be
worthy t and location.
