have lived. As it is, the htatcs stand
ing in their individuality arc jointed
into each othcrand like the links of
bracelet; if there is nu upheaval in the
West, for instance, everv btate is
joint, so that it becomes a local upheaval,
and does not extend any whcie else. on

Wo have learned in
modern times that sameness in poverty
