Yet, when that hard, calculating trader"
has retired from the 'change or the mar-
ket place to his own fire-sid- e, perhaps
the things he loves best almost as well
as his- - dividends will be those simple
national melodies he has known from his
childhood. Till a very recent time the
whole air of Scotland, among the coun-
try people, was redolent of song. You
heard the milkmaid singing soma old
chant, as she milked the cows in field or
byre j the housewife went about her
work, or span at her wheel, with a lilt
upon ler lips. In the Highland glen
you might hear some solitary reaper
singing like her whom Wordsworth has
immortalized; in the Lowland harvest
field, now one, now another, of the
reapers taking up an old-wor- ld melody,
andthen the wholeband breaking out into
some well-know- n chorus. The plowman,
too, in winter, as he turned over the lea
furrows, beguiled the time by hamming
or whistling a tune : even the weaver,
as he clashed his shuttle between the
threads, mellowed the harsh sound wjth i

a song. In former davs song was the
great amusement of the peasantry, as
they of a winter night met for a hamlet- -
gatlieriRg-b-y each others firesides. This

In the early part of the lato war,
when General Grant wns in command
of the army before Vicksburg, a num-
ber of officers were gathered at his
headquarters having a pleasant social
time. Ono of them invited the party
to join in a social glass; all but one
accepted. He asked to lo excused, hay-in- "

that he "never drank. The hour
passed, and cadi went his way to his re-

spective command.
A few days after this the officer who

declined to drink received a note from
General Grant to reort at headquarters.
He obeyed the order, and was soon in
the presence of the General Grant
said to him : ,4You are the officer, I be-

lieve," for their acquaintance was slight,
"who remarked the other day tliat you
never drank V The officer modestly
answered that he was. "Then," con-

tinued the General, "you are the man I
have been looking for to take charge of
the Commissar? Department, and I
order that yoube detailed to that dutv.'

e served his country faithfully nnti
e close of Ihe war and was honorably

discharged. Years passed and Grant
had come to Iks President. The officer
had settled down to the duties of private
life, and the little incident was cherished
as a pleasant memory.

The trouble on the border between

gress, and a commission was ordered to
ascertain the facts and report. Again
President Grant remembered the man
who "never drank, and appointed him
Chairman of the Board. Tho place was
accepted, and he entered faithfully upon
the work; the report submitted shows
the thoroughness with which the duty
was discharged.

"While engaged in this work he made
the acquaintance of a gentleman who
owned an extensive cattle ranch in
Southern Texas. That acquaintance in--
spired confidence, and, years after, when
u,e lexan genueman aeauea to sen nis
raach, he placed it in the hands of the
man who "never drank"' and during the
last month h has effected a sale to an
English company of the ranch, of 200,-00- 0

acres of land and several thousand
bead of cattle for an even million dol
lars ; out oi tnis ne gets a comraisuon
that will be a snu fortune in these hard
times. The company that bought will j

enter largely tsjwn packing bvef for for- - J

eign markets, slaughtering their meat on
their ranch from their own herds. The
superintendence of their business has
been tendered to and accqted by the
man who "never drank, and he goes in
a few days to his new field of labor.
This takes from Chicago one of her most
esteemed and honored citizens, but it
gives one to Texas who will always be
lounu on uie kuc oi oruer ana goou gov-
ern meat.

To abide uninvited in a friend's home
is as much a misdemeanor as borrowing
his coat without hk permission. - It is
debasing the coin of friendship to mere
dross whea a man attempts "to" make it
pay his hotel bills.

How Snufl Is Scented.

Tho oils used in perfuming are quitn
costly and form one of the most import-
ant items in the manufacturers' bills of
expenses. They vary in price from 2
to 3 to over 100 per pound. Oil of
roses, which is used in scenting many
kinds of snuff, and which i a great fa
vorito with snuff-takers- , cost the manu
facturcr $7 to 8 jr ounen.

annually in snuff mills. The tonka
bean appears to be in especial demand,
and many old gentlemen and 'old ladies
can be found carrying one or two of
them around in their snuff-boxes- , which
they have possessed for years.

The olifactorics of snuff-taker- s are
very sensitive to wrfutucs, and many
manufacturers find it quite a ditlicuft
task to cater successfully to thotr tastes.
The coarse rappee snuff U usually put
up --without being scenU'd. After the
snuff has becomo scented it is put up in
jars, bladders, or foil, and' stanijtcd uitb
the Government's internal revenue
tarnp.

Yellow or Scotch snuff, as it is usually
called, previous to leing tiaekcd, Lt
toasted or "scotched" lijwn iitsn racks,
before ojicn fires. This kind of nuff is
always acked in bladders previously
prepared with a great deal of care.

A Curlcma Plant

The Wis.) Post reports the
discovery in Wisconsin of a curious
plant, which produces a kind fit cotton
