Arrived there, the fire was 50 nearly
under control that the department
was not reguisitioned, and left with-
cut attempting to help the mill force.
The fire was unguestionably the re
sult of spontaneous combustion in the
drying bin, which contained a gquan-
tity of lamp, greasy wool. Fourteen
of the 16 fire extinguishers in the
mill were used in extinguishing the
fire, which 4id very little damage ex-
cept to the interior of the drving hin
i fact, the only damage done out-
side of it was to the celling and roof

Cirectly over it It was not found
necessary to use any of the stand
pipes with which the building Is fit

ted. These standpipes are two inches
in diameter and run from the roof to
the floor of the basement in every
toom, and are kept under pressure

being connected with reels of hose,
cne of which js found in every room.

The mill hands have a fire drill,
and they followed out their rules and
practice program with admirahle pre-
ciglon this morning. At the first hint
of fire canvas was spread over every
plece of machinery in the house, and
the extingaishers were In operation
i 4 moment.
