American repuablies in which its opera-
tion is intended to be effective. From
the point of view of those republics cur
support of that doctrine must haye a sec-
ondary interest. 1n view of that inferior
resisting power a8 compared with that ol
the United States the doctrive shonld  be
a more important consideration with
them thian with us,

It cannot be very agreeable to  Brazil,
for instance, to seo Eogland marching
her troops acroas Drazilian territory for
the parpose of harrying and Lullviog the
weak sister repablic of Veuezueld, Not
for a moment wonld Eogland think of
tsing the territory of the United States
for such a purpose. Nor would England
think of doing such a thing in Deazil or
any other Sonth Awmerican or Central
American repablie if all the republics of
the Western llemizphere were united to
enforce the Monroe doctrine. Nor, for
that matter, wonkl there bLe any such
thing as a dispute between Eagland and
Venezuela over the Venezuelan boundary
if the republics ol this hemisphere were
unite! in a4 compact W sastain the doe
trine.

As it stands we are confronted with
the cnrioas anomaly of the United States
Govermmnent, for its own salety and in-
terests, standing vuard over the weaker
republica of the south and preserving
them from Egropean invasion and dis.
memberment, withont so much as a ree-
ognition of the service [rom the south-
ern repablics or an ellort on their part to
make an enforcement of the doctrine
more thoroughly effective.

THREE NEW YORK LANDMARKS.

Trinity, St. Paul's and Grace Church Defly
the Advanco of Business Interests.

Three landmarks on  Broadway occu-

Py sites 80 valoablo that their retention

confonnds every lation of real es-
tate speculators, are the only three
churches on way below Forty-see-

ond street, and each has come to be part
of the popular distinetion of that thor-
oughfare. They are Trinity, St. Paul's
and Grace.  All three have high claims
to architectural eminence, and all three
aro of org denomination—the Protestant
Episcopal.

The site of Trinity church, on Broad-
way ut the head of Wall street, is ap-
praised officially at 4,000,000 ; that of
St. Punl's church, at Broadway and
Fulton street, at §1,750,000, and that of
Grace church, Broadway opposite Elev-
cuth street, at §350,000, The frontage
of Trinity church, including the church-
yard, is 406 foet, of St. Panl’s church
167 feet and of Grace church 150 feet.
The gross valaation of these threo
churches is $6,100,000, and as the usual
rate of nssessment on real estate is about
G0 per cent the actusl market value of
these three Broadway plots is in excess
of $10,000,000. In European cities it is
no strange thing for public thorough-
fares to b dotted with venerable edi-
fices erected for ecclestustical, military
or guovernmental porposes, but in Now
York, where there is no material partner-
ship between church and state, and
where, perhaps, more utilitarian views
prevadl than abroad, the steady enhance-
ment of real estate valoes has been
such that few religions corporations
have been strong enough or felt them-
selves strong enongh to withstand the
temptation tosell.  Ow the present site of
Tiffany's, for instance, Broadway and
Fifteenth street, formerly a charch
stood. There was a chapel opposite the
site of the old New York hotel. But
with the advance of business interests
the congregations reloctantly moved
awuy. Theso three landmarks namesd
have stood their ground, and 1t seems
probable that they will continue to do

St. Puul's church is the oldest reli-
gious edifice in thiscity. It was built in
1704, and it was the church which
George Washington and bis associates
attended immediately following the in-
nuguration ceremonies in 1780, Trinity
church is the third of that pame on the
present site, and was erected in 1840,
Gracoe church was erected in 1845, coe
year before Trinity, and the site, at the
head of Broadway where it turus an
angle at Tenth street, was carefully cho-
sceu.  All three buildings enjoy the ad
vantage of being kept in excellent re-
pair, and are improved from time to
time by the liberal contributions of bene-
factors. This is especially true of Trin-
ity and Grace church, which may al-
1ot be said to improve year by year
It is o peculiarity of these three land-
marks of New York that those who at-
tend them come, in nearly every case,
from scctions of the city far gp town,
80 that they are, if such an expression
may be used, the three chorches to be
reached by carriage Very fow persons
who attend either Tripity or 8t. Paul's
reside in their vicinity, and the gumber
of such parishioners decreases each yoar
Grace church retains its high rank ar
chitecturally, notwithstanding the num-
ber of new church bpildings in New
York, and it has tho additional distine-
tion of being popular for fashionable
woddings. —New York Sun
