Thoe tufts
arc at first connected with the pM?!
plant, but later the tunccis between
break away, and each tuft becomes a
new plant. Many grasses, like licriuuJa
grass and the troublesome quiil or ijmli
grass, have creeping tteu'.e, radi ixiut
sending out a bunch of roots below and a
bud on the opper side. If you try to hoe
up such grasses you only make traitors
worse, for each point when cut oIT is
ready to form an independent plant.

Such grasses spread very fast, and
soon take possession of the land they iM
into.

Next they cat and shocked
it, and then, after several busking bees,
at one of which one lady hueked eighty
bushels in one day, tbey hauled their corn
to town and ciibbed it. Their harvest
amounted to over 1,2U0 bushels. They
also sold the stock field to a cattleman
at 8, and contracted seven loads of ccbs
at $1 per load.
