President Roosevelt last Monday
reiterated the vehement protest made
by the suthors of “The Woman Who
Toils,” that love of luxury and frivolity
is exhausting the vitality of the Ameri-
can racs. The suthors bocame factory
girls temporsrily to obtain material for
the book, snd alsc in the hope of
amelioriating the cendition of the
toilers.

As & proface to the book is printed a
lettor from President Roosevelt, from
which the fellowing are extracts:
““But the man or woman who de-
liberately avoids marriage and hass
heart so cold aa to know no passion, and
& brain so shallow and selfish as to  dis-
like having children, is in effect a erimi-
nal againet the race and shoald be sn
object of contemptnous abhorrence by
all healthy people.

“If the men from the natien are not
anxious to work in many different waye
with all their might and strength, and
ready and able to fight at need, and anx-
ious to be fathersof families; and if the
women do not recognize that the great-
eet thing for any woman is to be a good
wife and mother, why, that nation has
cause to be alarmed about ite future.

The trouble with the
sitaation you set forth is one of charae-
ter, and therefore we can conquer it if
we only will.
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Blizzsrd Stricken,

The entire county east of the Cascade
and Bierra Nevada Mountains for the
past four or five deys has been blizzard
stricken.

The Most Prominent Unitarian Minister in the United

States Says Assimil

Last Bunday morning Dr. MinotJ.
Bavage of the Unitarian Church, of the
Messiah of the New York City, spoke on
the race problem, which, he said,
threatens the future of the republic.
Slavery, he said, would have continued
to exist in the North asit did in the
Bouth had it been equally profitable
bhere. Dr. Bavage continued :

“‘Sonator Tillman, whom 1 hesrd ata
dinner last night, says that if social and
political equality are allowed the colored
people, it means, in his judgment, s
gradual mixing, mongrelizing and de-
grading of the entire people.

“The black man is oot a whitoman
with & eolored skin. The great seience of
evolution tells us that there are centuries
milleniums, of natural development be.
tween the position which the white man
ocoupies and that cecupied by the black.

“I have never been in favor of the
kind of sufferage which is conferred up-
on people in this country, either white
or black. I would give the ballot to
persons who would bave character and
intalligence enough to make good citi-
sene. Buot it is too late now for that.
The question is, what are we to do now?

have the colored people scattered over

Lincoln found only three of the
22 ministers of Springfield, I11., ready to
stand by him in the advocacy of the abo-
lition of slavery, and refused to join the
| church, not being able to understand
this tuming from the adwvocacy of free-
dom. He was Christian in spirit and
purposs, believing in the love of God
with all his heart, his soul and mind.”

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JUSTICE TO ENLISTFD MEN,

Sonators Censure (antenbein for not
Mentioning the Bravery
of the Men.

Sarem, Or., Feb. 17.—Had Brigardier-
General C. U. Gaatenbein been present
in the Benate this morning, he would
have passed an uncomforiable quarter of
an hour. He was centured most soundiy
by various Senstors for having failed to
do justice to the enlisted men in his
“Cregon Volunteers in the Spanish-
American War and Philippine insurrec-
tion," and a resolution by Brownell was
sdopted, instructing the Secretary of
State to appoint & committes composed
of two enlisted men and one commis-
sioned officer of the Becond Oregon to
revise Gantenbein's book and render
justice to the privates who distinguished
themselves by meritorions services.

Governor Chamberlsin Monday after-
noon vetoed Benate bill No. 14, making
the theft ofa bicycle subject to im-
prisonment in the penitentiary not less
tban one year, for the resson that in
his opinion the present law is sufficient.
He also vetoed Benate bill 31, providing
for the regulation of the ruaming at
large of stock iu Marion County, for the
reason that it is a violation of article 4
of the constitution.

In the house on Monday, Representa-
tive Wealdon wanted to give a bonus of
$500 per year for 5 years to the Oregon
Poultry Association. He wanted to give
8 bonus to make hens lay becanse they
are selling in Salem at 40 centa per doz-
en. Twenty-seven representatives voted
for the little graft and 30 aguinst it.
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Tuberculosis in the United States.

Chancellor Voo Bulow, of Germaay,
has sent to the Reichstag a “‘memoran-
dam on tuberculosia treatment, in
which be recit~d [acts gathered by the
imperial health office. Out of 1000
deathe in Germany of persons between
the ages of 15 and 60, 318 die of tubercu-
losis alone. Persons ander 15 and over 680
are seldom affected The mortality of the
whole population averaged 242 per 100 -
(0] yearly. Tha conditions in Germany
are shown to be better than in France,
Ausiria and Bussia, but worse than in
Switseriand, Belginm, Demark, Nor-
way and especially England, The sta-
tistics for 1896 to 1901 showed that on
the average. out of 100 cases treated,
87.7 were dismissed as cured or im-
proved, $.8 ss oo better, 3.1 as worse
and 4 died. [n coneluding, the Chancel-
lor said it was hoped that the war
against toberculosis would make no
forther progress through the co-opers-
tion of individoals and public bodies
with the government.”

Tuberculosia has increased to such an
extent in the Uited States that many
cities in the west are passing ordinances
awd quarantining against what are com-
monly called “lungers."’

Grow Artichokes For Hogs.

Hog growers are agreed that much of
what is termed hog cholera is not that
necessarily fatal disease in spocific form
but intestinal troubles and indigestion.
Artichokes are said to be valuable as a
preventative. They are not only walu-
able for the large amount of nutritious
food which they producs, but they also
serve as a “‘change of food,”" and ms a
valunble conditioner. A wealthy hog
raiser who has made & very wvaluable
farm by raising hogs for the pork mer-
ket, recently ssid that he would not be
without a large annual pstch of tame
artichokes, and that his herds had been
entirely free from bog diseases since
they had been sllowed to root to their
beart's content in an srtichoke patch.
Artichokes should never be grown on
swampy land, if a good yield of tubers is
desired. Well drained land which ix
underlaid with gravel pear the suriace,
is the ideal land for them, although they
do well on any good corn land. The
Mammoth White French, White Jerusa-
lem, snd Red Jerusslem varielies are
the best for general eultivation. They
do well in every state. Seed tubers can
be obtained from almost all reliable
ssedsmen, On ground that will average
40 bushels of corn per acre, tame srii-
chokes will easily produce 500 to 1,000
bushels of tubers per acre, if replanted
and cultivated esch year; but to do this,
they must be planted in the fall. In
soils which are underlaid with gravel
not morethan 18 inches below the sur-
face, they have produced as much as
2500 bushela per ‘acre.
