PRACTICE SHOWS

TARIFF IS LOWER

Imports Gain $114,000,000 In
Eleven Months.

Avorago Ad Valorem Rates On All
Products 20.05 Per Cent Rov-en- uo

Not Impaired,

Washington Imports exccedfng by
more than $114,000,000 those of any
previous similar period camo into the
United States during the first 11
months of the oneratlon of tho Pnvno--
Aldrich tariff law, ended June 30 last.

More man 4U per cent of these im-
ports entered free of duty, being a
larcer percentaea than in the
ponding period of any previous year
except xeav, tne closing year of the
Wilson tariff law, and 1892, 1893 and
1894. when suirar wan nrlmftt! fro
under the McKinlcy law.

customs receipts during the 11
months of the new tariff law were
$302,822,161, exceeded only In 1907,
wnen tne nrst 11 months brought in
$307,053,381. These figures were
made nublic bv tho bureau nf nfntintiVH
of the department of commerce and
laoor.

Under tho Payne law the average
ad valorem rate of dutv on nil ImnnHjt
has been 20.95 per cent, which is leBS
man in any previous similar period
since 1890 except in 1896, when it
was 20.58 ner cent, and in lRfld. frii
closing year of the McKinley law,
wnen ic was ia.7H per cent.

On the dutiable imports' the average
ad valorem rate under the present law
has been 41.19 per cent, the lowest
of any previous year since 1890, except
in iBUb, when it was 39.33 per cent.

Comnarinrr the entire neriod of th
operation of the present law with the
entire period of the operation of the
Dinrrley. Wilson and MeKfnl
respectively, the average ad valorem
rate under tne rayno law is shown to
be less than any of the others.

Under the Payne law it has been
20.95. Under the Dingley law it was
25.48 per cent, under the Wilson law
21.92 per cent, and under the Mckin
ley law 22.12 per cent.

In regard to the average ad valorem
rate on dutiable merchandise onlv. the
same is true. Under the Dinerlev law
it was '45.76 ner cent: under the Wil
son law 42.82 per cent, and under the
Mctuniey law 47.10 per cent.

The percentage of merchandise en-
tering free of dutv under the Pavne
law has been 49.14 per cent. Under
the McKinlev law. which ndmittml
sugar free, it was 35.04 per cent, and
under me Wilson law 48.82 per cent.

A he hgures of the Payne law include
the first five davs of Auenst. althouirh
the law did not become operative until
August 6. The returns to the bureau
of statistics did not enable it to separ-
ate the business of those five days from
that of the rest of the month.

PORTLAND HAS BIG FIRE.

Exposition Building, Multnomath Club
and Many Residences Go.

Portland.Or. Fire broke out in the
Exposition building at 12:50 Thursday
morning, and destroyed that building
and the greater part of seven blocks
adjoining it

Though it is impossible to approxi-
mate the loss, it is feared it will ex-
ceed $1,000,000. Over 200 head of
horses are said to have died in the
flames in the Fashion stables in the
Exposition building.

Frank R. Price, of Oregon City, is
dead. He, with three other men, was
sleeping in the Fashions tables. It is
not known if the" others escaped. A
young man terribly burned was taken
from the Exposition building and rush-
ed to St. Vincent's hospital. Ho will
die. His name is unknown.

The Glendora hotel, 45 Nineteenth
street north; three apartment houses
on Washington street, the Multnomah
club nnd several stores on four corners
covered by Washington, Couch and
Ella streets, are destroyed.

Tho entire fire apparatus of the city
was called out, but despite tho heroic
work of the firemen it was impossible
to check the flames.

Town Twice Destroyed.
Reno, Nev. The town of Palisade,

18 miles west of Carlin, at tho inter-
section of tho Southern Pacific and Eu-

reka & Palisade railroad, has been des-
troyed by fire. With the exception of
the railroad buildings, which were
Baved by heroic work, every business
building in the town and several resi-
dences were burned. This is tho sec-
ond time the town of Palisade has been
demolished this year.. The entire
town, then standing on the south side
of tho track, was washed away this
spring by a flood.

score was shown in the annual New
England State Rifle competition when
Corporal Percy B. Scofield, of Company
E, Fifth Massachusetts, nearly doubled
tho world's record for 500 yards at
tho Bay State rifle range.

Wise, inspector of small arms practico
of tho Sixth Massachusetts, was 60
consecutive bullsoyes.
