we are not permitted to believe that the 
conference will prevent, a catastrophe 
which is imminent. War sooner or later 
must determine the question whether the 
Crescent or the Cross is to be the symbo 
of power in the finest portions of Eu- 
ropean territory. It may be deferred. 
It cannot be prevented. Should war 
break out now, it would be vain to im­
agine that it would be limited to Turkish 
soil. It would inevitably spread until it 
involved the whole of Europe, and not 
improbably the better part of Asia. A 
war in which the Crescent would be in 
danger would not leave undisturbed the 
millions of Mohammedans in India anc 
Persia. So great are the questions to be 
settled, <uch are the interests at stake, 
and such is the terrible machinery em­
ployed in modern warfare, that we con­
template the outbreak of hostilities on 
the present questions with feelings of hor­
ror. Let us hope that the wrongs of the 
Christians in Turkey may be righted 
without a recourse to arms.—Frank 
Leslie'».

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The war-cloud still looms ominously ; 
over eastern Europe. There is but one ' 
ray of hope, and that comes to us through ' 
the dull medium of the projected confer- ' 
ence. There has been manifested a dis­
position on the part of the leading Powers 
to meet together for the purpose of ex­
changing their views; but we look in vain 
for any evidence of a willingness to come 
to an agreement, or to abide by the de­
cision of the majority. Some of the Pow­
ers, it is evident, have prejudged the case; 
they are preparing for war while they 
profess to be seeking for peace; and it will 
not be wonderful if, in spite of diplomatic 
palaver and plenipotentiary wisdom, 
there should occur at any moment a clash 
of arms which will shake the world.

The situation has been unnecessarily 
complicated by the speeches of Lord Bea­
consfield in London, and of the Emperor 
of Russia at Moscow, lrt was hoped that 
if caution were observed bn the part of 
the representative statesmen of the Powers 
most immediately interested, a conference 
ipight be held under circumstances such 
as would eqcOurage the belief that diffi­
culties would be smoothed down, and the 
way opened for a peaceful and satisfac­
tory settlement. The incaution or bold­
ness of the Earl of Beaconsfield, en the 
one hand, and the daring utterances of 
the Russian Czar on the other, have 
sharpened the lines which separate Rus- 
sia'and Great Britain;and while they al­
most bar the hope of peace, they make it 
certain that, in thp event of her ally being 
attacked, the last-named Power will not 
contemplate the struggle as a merely in­
terested spectator. It will be a war in 
which wilt be put to the test the strength 
and endurance of three of the mightiest 
governments in the world. Such, at least, 
is the light in which we are justified in 
interpreting the facts of the moment.

A conference at last has been agreed 
upon, and it is understood that all the 
Powers interested in the affairs of the 
East have consented to be present by 
representatives properly accredited, and 
invested with ther authority of plenipo­
tentiaries. Turkey, for a time, was un­
willing to take auy part in the projected 
conference. In some quarters the Turk­
ish Government has been greatly blamed 
for the stubborn attitude which it as­
sumed. We think that Government has 
been blamed most Unjustly. It is the 
first duty of any Govefbment about to en­
ter into a conference to 'keep its own 
counsel until the delegates have assembled- 
and until the business which brought 
them together has been fairly entered 
upon. In this particular Jlussia has en­
tirely failed in the discharge of her duty. 
She has allowed the world to penetrate 
the secrets of her council-chamber, and 
the demands which she is prepared to 
make in the conference have been made 
public in advance. * We have no fault to 
find with these demands, in themselves 
considered- It is very possible that if the 
conference should be held, some suefe re­
forms will be agreed upon, and Turkey 
will have.po choice but to give her con­
sent. But they are reforms which natural­
ly wound; the sensibilities of a great peo­
ple—reforms which can be wrung from 
the Ottoman Government only under the 
threat of dismemberment. It is not won­
derful, therefore, that Turkey refused to 
take part in a conference the object of 
which, as her greatest enemy had declared 
beforehand, was to impose upon her con­
ditions w|iich would practically take out 
of her ha^ds the government of the beat 
portion of her European territory. Hap­
pily the objections of the Turkish Govern­
ment havfl been removed. The conference 
would htMre been a mocker/ and s sham 
without k Turkish representative. *

It is perfectly manifest that Russia has 
little hope of any great good being ac­
complished by the conference. She has 
evidently more faith in her army, and 
the extensive preparations which she is 
making abundantly shows that she is de­
termined to push her purpose, even if it 
should be necessary to fight Turkey with 
all the power and wealth of England at 
her back. The Ottoman Government has 
but little reason to hope well from the 
conference. Its success can only mean 
her humiliation. In her present mood, 
she seems quite as willing to submit her 
difficulties to the arbitrament of the 
sword as to leave them in the hands of 
diplomatists, whose judgment, whatever it 
may be, must in some way redound to her 
injury. It may be that Russia is too 
strong for Turkey—that in the struggle 
the latter must succumb; that the armies 
of the Sqltan are no longer the despicable 
things they once were; and we may rest 
assured (hat even if she is left to fight the 
fight single-handed, she will not go down 
easily or without making her powerfu 
antagonist feel that victory has been 
bought at too great a price. Nor is the 
peace prospect encouraged if we look at 
the attitude which Great Britain is as­
suming. It is the conviction of the Brit­
ish Government that Russia means to in­
sist Upop claims which she believes the 
Porte wjll refuse—that she means to push 
those claims, if she should have recourse 
to arms; and the British army in conse­
quence is already buckling on its armor, 
while British iropclads are moving to the 
point of danger. What 'shape British in­
terference will take will depend entirely 
upon the action of Russia. It may lie 
taken for granted, at the outset, that Eng­
land will station her ships so as to pro­
tect all the > avenues of approach to Con­
stantinople. This in the first instance 
will b^ all, unless that power should be 
directly included in the declaration a* 
war—a result which is not to be regardec 
as out pf the list of possibilities.

Altogether the situation is full of gloom. 
The hope of continued peace is small in­
deed. The conference may be held; but

Instances of the melting away of for­
tunes might be multiplied by the score.

Since 
his overthrow as a speculator be has had 
a succession of troubles. His wife sued 
for a divorce and got it Shortly after­
ward he had the encounter which re­
sulted in the death of his brother-in-law. 
A few days ago his daughter began a 
suit against him for the recovery of 
$100,000, out of which, she alleges, he 
defrauded her. Berdell is now on the 
list of bankrupts. Another case that may 
be cited is that of Woodward, the Brook­
lyn Sunday-school Superintendent, who 
got up the famous Rock Island pool 
some years ago, and went to pieces in 
the crash that followed. He got a dis­
charge in bankruptcy last week. Capt. 
Stockwell, who ruled Wall street during, 
the Pacific Mail excitement just before 
the panic of 1873, is also understood to be 
pretty thoroughly used up. Henry 
Clewes, the administration banker, has 
subsided so much that bis name is no 
longer heard in the street. Likewise 
Jay Cooke, who outranked all the specu­
lative nabobs till the smash came that 
brought down his house like a castle of 
cards. Perhaps it is creditable to the 
foresight and sagacity of all the fallen 
speculators that even when they become 
confessed bankrupts they manage to live 
just as well as they did before—that is, 
so far as actual personal comfort is con­
cerned.
