That Captain Alfred M, Matson, of

Marshfleld, had considerable to do
with enabling Rear Admiral Evans,
who is bringing the United States

fleat around the Horn to the Pacifle
coast, to attaln his present high po-
gitlon and that he probably
hia life, Is quite evident from a story
told by Lhe captain of an incident In
the elvil way, in which hoth particl-
pated.

Captain diatson wns on hoard the
Gunboat Kansas when It was one of
a fleet of ninety boats of all kinds
and sizes which took part in the
capture of Fort Fisher, North Curo-
lina, In the spring of 1865, The (leet
was In command of Admiral David
Porter who was determined to take
the rebel fort.

Captain Matson was coxswain of
the glg and captain of the foretop
of the Kansas, and was among (Hose
ordered ashore In front of the fort
while the fleet kept up a bombard-
ment over the heads of the men in
the boats. They faced a heavy fire
from the fort as they appronched the
shore, snd  when the
