UMATILLA IS SAFE
IN NOME HARBOR.

Brings Crew of Lost AVIlllam Bnyllss;
Reports Rest of Fleet Safe.

SEATTLE, Wash., Juno 25. Ca-

ble messages to the Times from
Nome, Alaska, bring news of tho ar-

rival of tho Umatilla, ono of tho ice-

bound ships, to that port, and con-

firm tho report of tho safety of tho
Ohio, the Thetis and tho Transit, and
of the loss of tho whaler William
Bnyllss . The Baylies was crushed in
tho ice off Siberia three weeks ago,
and is a total loss, but the crew was
saved by the whaler Bowhead, "which
arrived last night at Nome with all
hands on board, including Captain
Bodflsh, of tho Bayliss. The Umatil-
la made port at 10 p. m with all
safe on board and tho vessel in good
condition. Sho spoke the Ohio, tho
Thetis and tho Transit, which are
safo and in open water, but sur-
rounded by Ice through which they
have been unable to break.
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
