Who Was Found Dead. l

A coroner's Jury late Saturday
afternoon returned a verdict of heart
fallure In the case of Andrew Wik-
fund, the logger and timberman who
was found dead In his room nlmvol
the Castlewood saloon on Front
sireet Saturday noon. The verdiet
was returned following a post mor-
tem and the examination of several |
witnesses before Coroner T, J. Lewls. |

The post mortem was Imrfnrmed:
Yy Drs. A, L, Houseworth and E. E.
Straw and their report of the eause
of death to Coroner Lewis was "aeule
aleoholism,”

The vial of headache medicine
found near Wiklund’s bed was pro-
nounced harmless and it was do-i
elared that it could in no way have
been responsible for the death,

The coroner's jury consisted of E.
0. Hall, W. E. Dungan, Jas L. Fer-
Ty, Jr., Joseph Trewella, E. R.
Moore and D. W. Bhort,

The funeral was held this after-
noon from the Swedish church, the
Rev. B. F. Bengtson officiating.
Wiklund was forty-five years old and
a native of Finland.

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WILL ATTACK

Milo Pearson of Ten Mile, to
Carry Violation Conviction to
Circuit Court.

As a result of his convietion in
Justice C. L. late
Saturday afternoon on the charge of
running deer with dogs and killing
them In violation of the law, Mlio
Pearton of Ten Mile, through his at-
Coke, announced that
he would carry the ease into the
cireuit court. It is understood to be
the intention of Messrs. Pearson and
Coke to attack the valldity of the
law on two points and to knock out
Mr. Pearson's conviction by having
the law declared not valid,

The charges against Pearson were
preferred by Deputy Game Warden
Cal Wright. He introduced Steve
Lapp, Jr., and Alec. Randa, both of
Ten Mile, as witnesses to prove that
Pearson had chased a big bueck with
dogs and then killed the deer in the
lake. Mr. Wright also gaid he had at
least one other witnéss to prove the
charge but the two named were all
that testified. The defense did not
introduce any witnesses, merely ar-
ranging for the appeal to the elreunit
court,

After the verdiet of gullty was
pronounced, Justice Pennock an-
nounced that Pearson’s fine would be
$756 and costs, Pending the appeal,
a bond of $200 was required.

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A Gﬁﬁﬁ HEDGE. Garden Variety,

How Honeysuckle Can Be Flanted to
Offset an Ugly View,

It may be that you are planning a
new hedge this yeur to shut out an
ugly view or Intruding animals or to
form a boundary line, says the De-
loeator, For this purpose the com-
mon honeysuckle, Lonlcera gratn, Is
worthy of consideration. A simple but
strong wire fence will support It per-
fectly, and the roots may be set lo at
almost any time of the year. The vine
grows rapldly, showlng a disposition to
take care of {tself even to the extent
of choking out polson Ivy or other
ellmbers that endeavor to Invade s
stronghold. Its habit Is to grow to the
top of the fence and then to droop
down grucefully on either skle, A |
close wall of green Is sooa formed, so |
close, indeed, that dogs glve up the at-
tempt to push themselves through its
mass of Intertwined twigs, The flow-
ers return for a second bBlooming, cast-
fog always to conslderable distances
thelr soft, dellcate scent.

A hedge of honeysuckle vines, more-
over, 1s less costly than one of box or
privet, and It does not require the
clpplug aod care of the Intter. Often
such a hedge forma a desirable wind- |
break, especlilly for the roses of o |
garden. Trained over a simple frome-
work, It makes n delightful canopy for
a garden bench.
