NEW YOHRK, Nov. 21.—Twenty
men were victims of an explosion of
a gas main on Gold and Front streets
in Brooklyn, The explosion tore the

Samuel Trout who lived near the
scene lost his life in attempting to
save a woman who wns passing
through Gold street and fell into
he trench, Trout was caught in the
lames and roasted aifve. The wom-
nn was saved by @& boy.

The force of the explosion was felt
for a great distance and shock down
Into the fifty-foot pit where the men
were working hundreds of tons of
earth. Those not instantly killed
were drowned by the great volume
of water which poured In on them
from the breaking of the water malns
ir smothered by the escaping gas
One woman and three children whe
were passing at the time were killed.
