It Is but rpe-
cently thnt a Heartle editor, who hnd
long nud pesslstent!y adyocated o ma-
nicipnl eleanup, dect'od to ke wmore
drastle netlon,  So lie sent forth his
photogranher to take plotures of refuse
dumps close to resbilences of prominent
peonle, of flithy corners and byplaces
close in nmd of the deplornble condi-
tlon  of a tiny brook which rups
threugh the city, These and scores of
other unkempt spots were photergphed,
aud each day two or three wers shown
fn the paper, with the result that a
genernl rush was made Lo clein up
before the plotographs showed too
many resldences of wealthy people
close by flthy refuse dumps. Rome (n-
digopnt remonstrances were made, but
of what use s It to Yserap™ when nltos
gother to blame? The controversy was
too one slded, nnd a mneh cleaner Sent-
tle resulted In a very short time.
Doubtless much could be done along
this line by scores of perlodicals in
pouthern Callfornla, especially In smail
centers where no systematie colloe-
tlon s made of garbage or other ref-
