THE GOOD ROADS CONVENTION.

NATIONAL Good Roads
THE which has been holding

a four days' session In Balti-

more, Is in itself evidence that the
movement for road betterment Is,

gaining momentum. This Is the sec-

ond convention of the organization,
and Its meeting Is in a state which
has set an example by appropriating
$5,000,000 for the Improvement of
its highways.

Almost every state in the Union
is formally discussing the Important
question of road improvement, and
in some states legislation Is in em-

bryo for the creation of permanent
roadways through be-

tween property owners, the counties
and the states. Progress has been
retarded thus far by effort on the
;nrt of property owners and counties
to saddle the cost of road building
largely upon the btate, but now that
It Is1 apparent that the taxpayers
would bitterly oppose any such legis-

lation; the owners are trying to es-

tablish and a division of
cost between themselves and county
itud State governments.

The property owner Is directly
benefited, as good roads really re-

duce the distance between farms and
markets'. Distance Is no longer the
drawback It was formerly, if roads
are good, because the automobile
can annihilate distance while the
owner is enjoying the process. Auto-mobllls- ts

who own property on good
country roads can make twenty mile
runs as quickly and as comfortable
as a horse-draw- n vehicle can make
half that distance. Thererore,
Wherever roads leading from busi-
ness centers are good, the property
values for twenty mills or more are
influenced favorably by that fact.

THE LITTLE LANDEHS.

LITTLE LAND league, a
THE organization, the object

of which te to reduce the num-

ber of nomadic laborers In the Unit-

ed States, Is beginning to secure the
support of thinking citizens in all
parts of the country.

At present a certain percentage of
the laboring population of the Unit
ed States, having no Interests to
hold them at any particular place,
ioe Irresponsibly about the coun-
try, saving nothing and making no
homes and living qnly from day to
day' on the wages they happen to be
earning.

It is the objocf of the Little Land
league to encourage laborers to ac-

quire small piece? of property In the
places they are employed, and make
themselves permanent homes. By
becoming small land owners labor-
ers will gain an Inducement to settle
down In one place and begin the
right sort of economy. There is no
man so poor but that ho cannot in
time secure a little land which he
can put under cultivation and upon
which he can live in ordinary com-

fort. The Little Land League is at-

tempting to teach the masses how
much wiser It is to settle permanent-
ly some place and live in a provident
manner than to tramp continually
about the country, working for one
man today and another tomorrow,
and never laying up anything
against the future.

THE ANTI-TRUS- T CAMPAIGN.

T POLICIES of the Taft admin
istration In the matter of trust
prosecutions differ far less from

those of the Roosevelt administra-
tion than tho country has recently
been led to believe.

During President Roosevelt's
soven yenrs the task of dealing with
tho trusts was largely educational.
It was necessary, for one thing, to
awaken the people to the need of
curbing monopolies. The Sherman
law was little understood by the
courts and the railroads and trade
combinations had Ignored It; they
had chosen, In fact, not to read It.
A good deal of preliminary litigation
was required In order to gain an un-

derstanding of the law and to obtain
rulings upon which further and more
effective prosecution could be car-
ried on. The attorney general, In
hj3 address before the New York Bar
association, recentnly, gave the
clue to the Taft campaign. With
the experiences learned In the Roose-

velt administration the cases against
the trusts will be pushed where the
department of justice Is sure of Its
grounds. Other cases brought upon
evidence since pronounced as prac-
tices within the law will be with
drawn. Thus the forces of tho gov-

ernment will be concentrated upon
recognized violations and those
only.

The labor of educating the coun
try into watchfulness is over. It is
possible now to let the prosecution
proceed in quiet and with celerity.
Mr. Roosevelt performed tho labors
of the pioneer. His successor has
assumed other labors and has need
to use other tools.
