. Discussed by Federal
Bulletin,

WASHINGTON, March 19%.-—This
genson of the year when the resi-
dents of the clties and suburbg are
looking st thelr lawns with a view
of rvepairing them for the summer
months, It s well 1o examine the
goll to & depth of from 12 to 24
inches to see If there are any tin
onns, bricks, boards or other conrse
bullding debris, The Bureau of
solle, Unlted States Department of
Agriculturefl savs In & farmer's bul-
letin that the reason grass does
not thrive woll on the average city
lnwns I8 that the mnjority of them
have n filler of this kind of rub-
bish and of course grass will not
grow on such infertile material,

In general the beauty of o lawn
depends upon the contour of the
land, the color and texture of the
gruss and the unlformity of the
turf, The uske of the lawn s to
provide a sultable setting for achi-
toctural adornment and  landseape
planting. Every device should be
employed when working with small
arens of ground to glve the lawn ns
great extent as possible, The bulld-
ings should be well back, the foun-
dation not too high and the grad-
ing of the ground should be slight-
Iy convex—that s, a gentle convex,
rolling surface from the base of
the foundation to the street line,
rather than concave,

Hricks, flat ting, boards and oths
or conrse bullding debris found in
nearly all samall lawns in the cits
are detrimentnl to the proper moyves
ment of soll fluld,

A lnwn soll should have a good
supply of molsture at all times,
It should be able te take care of
oxcess during the wet season by
drainage und during the dry season
be nble to supply stored up mols-
ture from e depths. This Is more
important than any added fertili-
ger and cannot be wompensated for
by the addition of any amount or
kind of chemleal plant food.

A soll well adapted to  lawns
should consist of clay, allt, very
fine sand, medium sand, conrse mand
and fine gravel, It Is this differ-
ence in the size of soll particles and
In the proportions In which they
are present In solls that has glven
rise to the different classes of ag-
rieultural solls, such as the elays,
vlay loams, sands and sandy loams
This difference determines the Kkind
of grags or combinations of grasses
and clovers best sulted to the soll;
on its ability to hold suMclent mols.
ture to carry the grass through
prolonged drought; on the ease of
ostablishing good natural drainage;
on the account of aeratlon and on
other requirements.

The ciny soll usually makes very
strong lawn solls, gliving a dense
sod,  The clay loam sofls, when well
drained and carefully handled are
well sulted for the egstablishment of

an excellent greensward, The sl
lonm solls are ldeally adapted to
Inwn making but they must have

good drainage and be llberally sup-
plied with organle matter, The loam
solls when they have good dralnnge
and contaln sufficient orgunic mat-
ter will maintain good lawns, The
course sandy solls are unsuitable for

lawn  purposes, although certain
grasses will grow upon them. A
falr lawn may be established on

solls of the fine sandy type by pay-
Ing especial attention to the pre-
paration of the soll and by the In-
troduction of manure or green mis
ture, together with hone phosphate
and lme In some cases and coplous
watering during the dry seasons
The sandy loam solls make ver)
good lawns when well drained and
well supplied with organle matter

In general, the surfuce bed for
the receptign of these seeds necd
not he more than one Inch in depth;
but since the grasses as they hecome
estubiished, send out long lateral
feeding roots, It I8 necessary that
the soll arean avallable for these
