State Rallroad Commission
Makes Report on Public
Utilities

BALEM, Or,, March 6.—The rail-
road Commlisgion of Oregon annual
report for the year ending Decem-
ber 16, 1013, has just been made
publiec,

The net opemating revenue of all
of the rallroads of the state for the
yoeny ending June 30, 1913, was $8,-
632,742,882, the report shows a gain
of 8686,166.26 over the figures for
the previous year, Total operating
rovenue of all roads on state busi-
ness was $14,865.886.68, of which
$6,160,464.78 came from froight, $8,-
(i7, 026.66 from passengors, $380,-
326,44 from other passenger train
rovenue, $2306,429.76 from other
transportation services, and $311.-
+48 from sources other than trans-
portation,

Oregon’'s proportion of interstate
railroad revenue (a8 a.most equal to
the state rovenuo, belng $§14,687,-
166,66, making the total rall rev-
enue $29,403.042.09. The operating
pxponse assigned to Oregon amounts
to $19,261,600,00, leaving an net
operating revenue for the rallroad
balance sheets of §$10,201,682.19,
An the taxes totalled $1,668,788.37,
the clear net return stands at §8,-
032.743.82,

The total rallrond milenge operat-
od in the state Is given am 3278,
of which 426 Is electric rond mil-
ange. Inerease In muun In tho
stata In the line owned s 64 mil
and 47 additional lrlln are
to have been placed In operation.
Tne electrie roads show well In reve
enued in proportion to their mileage,
the 426 miles of electrie line having
vielded $1,0643,680.28 In not opers
ating return, after deducting over
half a milllon dollars in taxes, or
about (wice the peturn per mile, ta«
ken coliectively, made by the steam
lines,

The report proceedy to discuss the
principles applied to the making of
rates, aaying:

“It was early apparent that con-
sulorable time would be required
before rate  making problema
for the larger utilities of the state
could be properly considered and
solved, Rate making, as reguired
by the law and by sound public pol-
iy, Is not a matter of gueas work.
To be upheld by the courts, to be
permanent fin results, to be just
ilike to the public and to the cor-
porations concerned, it must be
founded upon exaet information, and
it must procesd upon a reasonable
applioation of the laws governing
the complex relations that have
grown np around modern industrial
conditions,

“So If In gome Instances the work
has seomed slow, It Is nevertheless
belng advanced as fast as facllitios,
funds and clreumstances will per-
mit, Accurncy, not guesswork, 1s
requirad, and it |s essential that
the findinga of the Commission,
when made, shall be demonstrably
correct—that ls, just so nearly cor-
reot as falllble human judgment will
permit."

It is stated that 226 wutllity com-
panles have been listed under the
jurisdiction of the Commission and
conslderable progress made in the
valuation of several of the larger
utilities, this being necessary before
rates are fixed,

Concerning the business handled
by the Commission during the year,
tha report says:

“Listing of the complaints filed
shows 802 Informal rallroad oom-
plaints, compared with 301 filed in
1012, The number of formal rail-
rond matters flled was 65, compar-
od with 47 the previous year. In the
utilities branch, 183 informal com-
plaints and 70 formal matters were
docketed. The Ipcrease In total
number of formal complaints, which
in most cases have n tated hear-
Ings, from 47 In 1912 to 120 In
1914, or 274 per cent, Indlcates in

a degree the expansion of the Com-
mlu!on s work."
