Editor ooz Hay Times: The
ftatement of Mr, C. A, Smith oun
the needs of Coos Bay In June Ath'n
Issue of The Times, and yours of
same  date commentin on SAme
surely goes direct ty tﬁﬂ pnint..'H

As applied (o0 the needs of, and
conditions in Coos County, n better
poods roads artlcle has not been
written, Hut permit us 1o state
that we commenced agitation nlong
these lines some time ago and so
far convinced the progressive busi-
ness men of North Bend of the
merits of our case that they were
instruomental in having seventy
thousand dollars allotted to the
large farming district on the eat
side of the bay, for the special pur-
poge of changlug conditions which,
/e Mr, Smith aptly states, are not
only & disgrace, but the economle
loss involved Is a heavy handioap
to the property of Coox PBay, And
the task of changing these eanditions
are nelther Impossible nor diftficult
Had the bond Issue been submitted
to the people as outlined In  the
petitions with over a thousand slg-
natures attached, it would have oas-
Hy ecarried and the roads that wonld
have been bullt with the funds rals
ed would have glven large farming
districts accods (o the consumers,
which would have soon made unprof-
itable, shipping farm produce into
Coos Bay, Shipping farm produce
into Coos DAy Is as Impracticable
and uncalled for as shipplng lce
to Alaska. There Ix no more need
of shipping farm produce to Coos
Bay than thelr Is of shipping In coal
and wood, But unfortunately, the
idea that the people who pay the
bills and suffer the loss when mise
tnkes are made should have any-
thing to say as to where and how
thelr money Was to be used, seems
to have been repugnant to the
County Court. To quote from Mr
Smith, it Is almost criminal to al-
low the lands to lny dle and allow
another section to furnish these ne-
cesnities, 'What about those who
would perpetaate such conditions?
But bringing more men onto the

ditione will only aggravate and not
alleviate the conditions. The needs
of Cous Bay are not to get more men
ofito the land, but to give the meu
already on the lund access to the
cansumers. The men on the land
right now, (homesteaders and rapche
ers), within nn hour's time of the
cities of Coos Bay on a good road
can eanlly ralse produce way Inyold.
the present needs, If they only had
Access o the consumer so they could
market it to advantage.

But under present conditions, de-
pendent upon bosts and middlemen,
It I8 absolately impossible to market
!lh“hlu- fo ndvantage; consaquently
it Is not raised It Is shipped In,
subject to three rakeoffs and frelght
charges when It reachos the consum-
er. Where on the other hand, It we
only had the roads produce would
ko direct from producer to consume
vr without charges or middlemen's
profits,  The citles of Coos Bay
with thelr large floating population
are the best markets on the Pacifie
Const, and all things taken nto con-
dlderation they are the best In the
whole country, And with good high-
way connections with the farming
districts, they would be as far as
concerna farm produce the cheapest
place In the country in which t#
llve, where under predent conditions
they are about the dearest. And te
the rapldly growing cities of Coos
Day, public markets are ind
anble.  Put public markets to be
of any real benefit to the consumer,
must be in direct open communion-
tion with the farming districts, thus
making powsible a constant flow of
produce from the producer o the
consumer.  The pressiug needs of
Coon Bay, of Coon County, are roads,
Not more rallronds to bring In more
produce, but good wagon roads that
will permit the rancher to market
hls own produce, With a good sys-
tem of high-ways to develop its re-
sources and make avallable its oats

ural advantage, Coos County will
indeed become the land of por-
