THE DATE OF THE EXODUS.

It Would Seem to Lie Between tbe Tears
1430 nnd 1300 R. C.

Although the monuments and naDvri
give us no dirsct information npon the
subject of tbe exodus, they do indirect-
ly indicate a certain period within
which it must have taken place. Tbotb-me- s

111, who was the most powerful
king of that dynasty (the eighteenth)
wnicu nnally drove the Hyksos invad-
ers out of Egypt and reunited the whole
country under one scepter, extended his
Conquests as far as Mesopotamia, g

Palestine on his way. He left
Mats of the conquered nations, but does
not mention tbe Israelites among tbem.
Rameses II of the nineteenth dynasty,
tbe supposed oppressor, who reigned
about 200 years later, also subdued
Palestine and left lists of the conquered
peoples, but he, again, does not men-
tion tbe Israelites among them.

What is perhaps still more impor-tap- t
is that, while tbe Israelites have

left records of invasions by Mesopota-mian- s,

Moabites.Canaanites, Midianites
and Philistines, tbey do not mention
any invasion by the Egyptians, and the
conclusion is that the Israelites were
not settled on the west side of the Jor-
dan till after the wais waged by Ram-
eses II at the commencement of his
reign, which began not earlier than
1888 B. C, or, as some now say, 1266
B. C.

It has been attempted to explain this
difficulty away by suggesting that Ram-
eses II kept close to the seat-oas- t on his
march through Palestine and did not
strike inland till he was some distance
to the north of the Israelites, but it 1

Inconceivable that he should not havu
secured his long line of communications
by establishing posts so far inland that
they must have been brought into con-
tact with the Hebrews if the latter had
at that time been settled in their own
country.

The earliest date, therefore, at which
the Egyptian history will permit the
exodus to huve taken place, even when
full allowance Is made for the time
spent by the Jews in the wilderness and
in conquering Palestine, would seem to
be about 14:10 B. C, while, if theshorter
chronology be adopted, it could not
have been much earlier than 1800 B.

Favors Limiting the Powers
of House of Lords.

THE FRENCH CABINET RESIGNS

Resignation of the Ministry Regarded as
a Move In the luterent of Premier
t'anlinir-Perrle- r.

Pamis. In the Chamber of Deputies
during the debate of the question
whether the Minister of Public Works
had authority to allow employes of State
railroads to attend the congress of rail-
road men the Premier demanded the
adoption of the order of the day. The
motion was rejected by a vote of 275 to
22(3. Premier Casiinir-l'errio- r thereupon
left for the Palais Bourbon. The Minis-
ters left the private room in which they
had been conferring, and proceeded in a
lodv to the Palais d'Elysee and formally
tendered their resignations to President
Carnot. The attitude of Premier

tends to confirm the most
general belief that he rode for a fall in
this contest, as he seemed to do in the
recent Toussaint debate, under the in-
fluence of the approaching election for
President of the Republic. He is ap-
parently being abetted by President
Carnot, who thus has broken the pact
entered into when M. Casimir-Perrie- r
accepted the Premiership. On that oc-
casion M. Carnot promised that he would
not Btand again for the Presidency, and
that he would support in every way in
his ower the candidacy of M. Casimir-l'errie- r,

who thus would almost inevita-
bly become the President of the Re-
public.

He Fuvnreil a (treat Limitation of the
Towers of the Lords.

London. Lord Kosebery spoke the
other evening in Birmingham to the
meeting which had just inaugurated the
Midland Liberal Federation. He hoped
that the Liberal conference in Leeds, he
said, would speak emphatically in favor
of a great limitation of the powers and
prerogatives of the Lords. This would
be in the interest not only of constitu-
tional legislation, but also iu the interest
of the lionls themselves. Joseph Cham-
berlain had been a great turncoat. Once
he was an advocate of disestablishment,
and was hostile to the Lords. Neverthe-
less he recently had made an animated
defense of the Church of Scotland.
The liords admired his dexterity, but
Mr. Chamberlain was not talking seri-
ously. His hostility was not serious,
but the mere legerdemain of a wander-
ing rhetorician. Referring to the deser-
tion of the Welsh members of Parlia-
ment, Lord Rosebory said that the Welsh
disestablishment bill would be passed
before the government's appeal to the
country. If the discontented Welshmen
did not believe in the government's hnn- -
eBty and honor, the sooner they carried
their threats into execution the better.
He never would consent to bps ili'nister
on sufferance.

WORK ON FARMS.

The Main Work Should Be

Planned Far Ahead.

CAUSE OF SOWS.

Swine Are Orating Animal, and Need

Grans and Hay tbe Same a Other
Domeatle Animate.

A subscriber in Iowa is in great per-

turbation of mind, says Galen Wilson in

the New York Tribune, because so many
of his sows eat their pigs at birth ; and
then when he watches and takes them
away he has very poor " luck " in raisr
kig them by hand, as nine out of ten
die. In view of the high price of pigs
and prospects of pork ruling high next
fall he would like help out of his diffi-

culties, if possible. He fails to tell how
his sows have been handled, on what or
how he has fed them. But this can be
readily surmised, for he is in a corn
country and has " corned " his pork be-

fore it was grown ; that is, the sows have
been wintered probably mostly on a corn
diet. While this is not always the cause
of it is usually so. Hogs,
like human beings, are of dill'erent dis-
positions. In very rare cases the pains
of parturition frenzy the animals, and
then they are likely to fight and bite
everything near them. Thev would be
as likely to attack a person as a fowl or
their own young. One was known to
wrench an ear from another hog. Such
sows are extremely nervous, but they
are so exceptional that there is little to
fear on this account. Generally the
cause is an exclusive grain diet or nearly
so, and this ia usuallv corn, the worst in
the list of grains. Swine are grazing
nnimnio pnrt rtppq ra?H and hay
same as other domestic animals. Who
would exDect his horses, cattle and sheen
to flourish if he gave them nothing but
grain t et tins is a consideration sel
dom taken into account in regard to
swine. The desire of a sow to destroy
her young is directly chargeable to man's
mismangement of tier. Pregnant sows
should have continuously an easily di-

gested but nutritious diet, not of one
material, but of several, as one mav be
situated to furnish a little of any of
uic ihiiid, grtwa ur ciover in summer,
and in winter chopped hay in a wet feed,
bran, oatmeal, middlings," beets, turnips,
carrots, apples, potatoes. Surely here
is a sufficient list of ordinary foods to
seieci irom tnat win keep breeding sows
in normal, healthful condition and ob
viate their pig-eati- propensities.-The- y

should be allowed to range for exercise,
have access to salt, ashes and coal, and
have a warm, dry bed. Where one shuts
them in a pen and gives them nothing
but grain, house slops or water, he may
expect his attempt to grow pigs will be
a failure. An exclusive grain diet keeps
nie system in a ievensn conumon, ana
creates constipation, of which the off-
spring also partake. Thic condition
causes the mammary gland; sl the a'am
to ie sure ami' tender, and" when the off
spring try to suckle there is immediate
" trouble in the family," and the dam's
wrath is appeased only when one or more
of the young is sacrificed on the altar of
ignorant feeding. The milk of sows
possesses a greater proportion of sugar
and fat than the milk of cows. To bring
pigs up by hand the milk of the cow
should be made as near like that of the
sow as possible. This can be done by
adding sugar and flaxseed jelly to the
former. The young things must be fed
with a teaspoon at first, a little and often.
They will learn to drink in a few days.
Frequency of feeding can be diminished
gradually. At two weeks of age five
times a day will be enough, and at three
to four weeks three times a day. The
sugar may be dropped at two weeks and
middlings be added, and wheat bran
later on. Skim milk can take the place
of entire milk at two weeks. It should
be given sweet and warm until about
four weeks, when the temperature can
be rapidly reduced to ordinary cold milk.
Then the sweet milk can be changed to
sour if right from the skimmer; but
acid milk is neither good ior pigs nor
nogs, snouid never be fed all they
will eat. Scours will set in if they take
