The terrible acoident at the Broad-
water mine at Neihart resulting in the
loss of several lives this week, was
caused by the explosion of giant pow-
der. This makes the third serious
mine aooident in Montana within two
weks two of whioh are laid to pow
der explosions.

The Butte smelters are offering very
favorable terms just now to ore ship-
pers. For the copper ores of the Butte
district leasers and shippers have

a m-ic-e for oonoentratinor aa low
as $1.25 per ton, and for smelting the
concentrates a fee of $8 is charged and
pay 95 per oent of the value of the ores.

After a Bhut-dow- n for several weeks
the Butte & Boston concentrator started
up again this week. Some much
needed repairs are being made in the
smelter when it is expected that it will
again be running with a full force of
men. Thre Trout mine at Granite is
shipping in an excellent grade of sil-
ver ore to the Colorado smelter in
Butte just now.

Washington, May 4. Advioes have
been received at Washington confirm-
ing the report from Havana of the cap-
ture bv the SDanish naval fnrnnn nf tha
American schooner Competitor, loaded

Chinese persons, in ua nuMU

are taken before notaries publio
or justices of the peace, and are proven
false, the persons making them shall
be liable to perjury.

VICTORY FOR CUBANS

A SPANISH COLUMN ANNIHIL-
ATED BY INSURGENTS.

The Spaniards Were Taken by Surprise
and Many Rushed lutothe River and
Were Drowued Gunboats Seut to
the Rescue.

Key West, May 4. A notable vic-
tory has been won by the insurgents
under General Calixto Garcia, in the
provmoe of Santiago de Cuba. Ad-
vioes received here from Cuba state
that Garoia's foroes fell upon the
Spanish column commanded by General
Munoz and almost annihilated it.
The battle occurred near Zanja, on the
banks of the River Cauto. General
Garcia was moving west with 1,500
men, intending to cross the river.
Munoz, who was at Manzanillo, de-

cided to prevent Garcia crossing. He
led 2,500 Spanish soldiers out of Man-
zanillo and ordered gunboats to proceed
up the river to Garcia
heard of Munoz's movements and
effected a junotion with the columns of
Rabi and Rodinhaus, thereby increas-
ing the foroes under his command to
nearly 8,500 men.

Garcia stationed his men near Zanja,
and when the Spanish oolumn under
Munoz appeared, Btruok it in front and
flank, doubling it up on the river. The
Spaniards were taken by surprise, and
many of them rushed into the river and
were drowned. The fire of the insur-
gents also did great exeoution. When
the annihilation of Munoz' oolumn
seemed certain, the gunboats appeared
and saved the remnants. Over 800 of
Munoz' men were killed by the insur-
gents' bullets, or drowned, and about
400 were wounded. The Spaniards re-

treated down the river to Manzanillo,
protected by the gunboats. The insur-
gent loss was small. General Garcia
then orossed the Cauto and is now pro-
ceeding west.

SCARCITY OF SALMON.

Cauners, However. Hope for a Good
Ruu When Warm Weather Begins.
Astoria, Or., May 4. In this oity

there has been no exoiteinent and no
sign of a settlement of the idfferenoes
between cauners and fishermen are yet
visible. The oauuers say there ia ap-
parently no hope of a rise in the mar-
ket, and, until there is an improve-
ment, no fish will be packed at a cost
of 5 cents per pound for raw material.
Some attriubte the prevailing low
prices to the fact that Alaska salmon
are paoked under Columbia river la-

bels, while the fishermen, and also
some of thecanners, still maintain that
the sale of the unlabeled and inferior
goods to jobbers at whose discretion the
cans are labeled in the East, has
brought the market to its present con-
dition. But, whatever the cause, the
fishermen remain firm and state their
case briefly: "Five cents or no fish."
At the present time, the canners do not
seem particularly anxious to pack, ow-

ing to the oontinued cold weather and
consequent scarcity of salmon.

Fair oatches are being made occa-
sionally up the river, where it is nar-
row, but this is not regarded as an
evidence that fish are plentiful, the size
of the catoh by gillnetters be-

ing generally determined by the num-
ber of gillnets in use near the mouth of
the river. Notwithstanding the pres-
ent scarcity, however, it is expected
that as soon as warm weather sets in
there will be a good run of royal Chi-niok-

the hopes of the canners being
based on the output of young fish at
the ClackamaB hatchery in 1892, when
nearly 6,000, young Chinooks were
hatched and turned loose. These, ac-

cording to all authorities, should visit
the fresh water this year, and, if the
theory that a salmon attains maturity
in four years be verified the catch will
be fully up to the average when fishing
does begin.

KILLED BY A FANATIC.

The Shah of 1'ersla Assassinated Near
Teheran.

Teheran, Persia, May 4. While
Shah Nasr-ed-Di- n was entering the in-

ner court of the shrine of Sbah Abdul
Azim, six miles south of this oity, at 2
o'clock this afternoon, he was shot by
a revolutionary fanatic. The ball en-

tered in the region of the heart, and
the shah expired within a few minutes.

Immediately after the shah was snot
he was oarried to his carriage and con-
veyed to his palace in this city.

The assassin, who was promptly ar-
rested, is said to be a Sayyld, from
Corman, or the provinoe of that name.
It is believed the murderer has accom-
plices.

Stanford's Bequest to the University.
San Franoisoo, May 5. Mrs. Jane

Stanford Wednesday last turned over
to the trutees of Stanford university
$2, 500,000, the amount of Senator Stan-
ford's bequest to the Stanford university
This amount was in railroad bonds
which pay interest at the rate of $10,-00- 0

a month. It costs $15,000 a
month to run the university, and Mrs.
Stanford will make up the deficit from
ber personal estate. The great ranches,
which also belong ot the university, do
not more than pay expenses, and the in-
stitution will derive no income from
them for several years.

DOINGS OF CONGRESS.

Routine Work of the Fifty-Fourt- h Se-
ssionSenate.

Washington, May 1. Two notable
speeches by Senator Teller and
Senator Sherman, representing op-
posing elements on the financial
question, were heard in the sen-
ate today. Teller addressed him-
self particularly to the Ohio nan a nr
for controverting the views held by

uiiu auu maintaining that no honest
effort had been made in thn nraha life

oongress to pass a tariff bill. The
senator reierred to the MoKinley

saying that the motto of the
"advance asent of
elusive, as no prosperity could oome
uum unanoiai conditions were re-
formed. The olimax of Teller's snnnnh
was reached when he announoed that
ne would vote as he spoke, and that he
would not hesitate to sermratn himself
from the great party with whioh he
iiuu oeeu anieo ior forty years, if it
pronounced for the gold standard.

Washington, May 2. The senate
spent another day on the naval appro-
priation bill without completing it.
Gorman further opposed the item of
four battle-ship- s and expressed the
opinion that the appropriations already
made would consume the balanoe in
the treasury. A determination of the
number of battle-ship- s has not yet been
reached. Chandler has proposed sub-
stituting thirty large and fast torpedo
gunboats for two of the battle-ship-

White spoke of the need of ooast de-
fenses before further naval vessels were
built, and Allen made a speech of over
three hours arraigning the two old
parties.

Washington, May 4. The debate in
the senate today was of a dramatic and
senastional oliaraoter, reoalling the
famous Ingalls-Voorhee- s oontest of
some years ago. Senator Tillman, of
South Carolina, again brought his uni-
que personality into the debate, his
speeoh being the first of any length
since his memorable maiden effort at-
tacking publio officials high and low.
While be spoke today, the silver pitch-
fork presented to him in the West was
conspicuously displayed on his soarf.
The senator used tae blunt words char-
acteristic of his utterances, arraigning
the president and cabinet officers .. ith
unsparing oritioism and personal

He also addressed himself per-
sonally to Hill and Sherman, and drew
from the former sharp rejoinders,
while Sherman declined to be brought
into a controversy with the South Car-
olina senator.

House.
Washington, May 1. The house

spent the day in further dlsoussion of
the bankruptcy bill. Connelly spoke
in favor of the measure, and Stone,
Newlands and Broderiok in opposition
to it. Connely predioted, in the event
of the enactment of a law,
an universal demand for bankruptcy
law. Before the bankruptcy bill was
taken up, there was some discussion of
the treasury situation in connection
with the appropriation for this session.
Dockery deolared that the liabilities
oreated by this oongress (inoluding $98,
000,000 for contraots) would reaoh
$005,000,000. Dingley, the leader of
the majority on the floor, defended the
appropriations, oalling attention to the
fact that the house had passed a bill to
increase the revenues. '

Washington, May 2. The debate on
the bankruptcy bill was resumed today.
The speakers were Daniels, Ray and
Culberson, in support of the bill;
Strode, Terry and Bailoy, in favor of a
voluntary system, and Griffith, DeAr-mon-

Bell and Traoey against any
bankruptcy law. DeArmoud, who
opened the debate, argued that the
states had ample legislation to enforoe
the collection of debt. It a bankruptcy
law was passed, he thought it should
have only the voluntary feature for
the protection of the insolvent debtor.
He charged that the pending measure
had been prepared by the agents of the
oreditor class. Bell opposed the pass-
age of any bankruptcy bill, and Burton
advooated the measure. The latter de-
sired particularly the teohnioal pro-
cedure nnder the terms of the bill.

Washington, May 4. The house
again devoted the major portion of the
day to debate on the bankruptcy bill.
Several amendments were offered, but
none were adopted. A bill to provide
for a delegate in oongress from the ter-
ritory of Alaska was defeated, 44 to 60.
Sorantoa called up the bill and spoke
of the development of the Alaska min-in- g

and fishing industries and the in-
orease of population in the last fifteen
years. Its vast area rendered it proper
and neoessary that it should have a

d representative in the
house. There were over 10,000 white
Americans in Alaska.

S. Cassady, of this oity and a
well-know- n lawyer, committed suioide
last night by shooting himself through
the head.
