SWITCH-TURNIN- G DEVICE.

Street Hall Switch May He Manipu-
lated from the Car Platform.

A very simple device by which a
street rail switch may be manipulat-
ed from the car platform was recently
patented by John 11. Boyer, of Phila-
delphia. The Invention consists of 11

small upright guide fastened to the
dasher of the car, which nets as n
Jacket or guide to n movable shaft. The

tongue Is turned by the shoe as It slides
along, lmsslug to one side or the other
of the tongue switch at the will of tho
operator.

For what I know, I
was the first Inventor of luclfer
matches but It was the result of a hap-
py thought. In the morning I used to
get up at 4 o'clock In order to pursue)
my studies, and I used at that time the
flint and steel. In the use of which I
found very great Inconvenience. I gave
lectures In chemistry nt the time at a
very large academy. Of course I knew,
as other chemists did, the explosive ma
terial that was necessary In order to
produce instantaneous light; but It was
very difficult to obtain n light on wood
by that explosive material, and the idea
occurred to me to put under the ex-
plosive mixture sulphur. I did that,
and published it In my next lecture,
and showed It. There was a young
man In the room whose father wns a
chemist In London, and he Immediately
wrote to his father about it, and shortly
afterwards luclfer matches were Issued
to tho world."

Sir Isaac never secured a patent and
thus reaped none of the great profits
(lowing from his great discovery.

Miss I.utle A. I.yttle Is the first col-

ored woman ever admitted to the bar
In any court of the United States. She
Is 2.'1 years old and a native of Tennes-
see. Some years ngo her father moved
fruni that State to Kansas, where he
acquired a fortune and considerable
Influence In this community. In 1802
he secured for his daughter, who had
received n good public school educa-
tion, the position of engrossing clerk of
the Kansas General Assembly. This
work gave her a taste for a career
higher and wider than domesticity, nnd
soon afterward she went to Tennessee
and entered the Nashville Central Col-

lege, where she completed the full law
course. A diploma from that Institu-
tion, together wllh n certificate of good
moral character from some kiwj'er. Is
sulliclent for admission to any bar In
the State without examination. Upon
the certificate of n colored lawyer of
standing. Judge L. P. Cooper of Mem-

phis, without other normality, ordered
the clerk of his court to enroll Miss Lyt-tl- e

as 11 member of the Shelby County

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bar. The young woman had no Inten-

tion of practicing law In Tennessee, but
deemed It best to secure admission In

that State as a stepping stone to en-

tering active work In her profession In

Topeka.

The Smithsonian IistiUtion has re-

ceived a collection wiiie.i is of import-
ance to the archaeologist. It is known
us the Seton-Kar- r contribution, having
been discovered by tiiis Kiiglisliiiian in
Sonialiland, on the e.istcni const of Af-
rica. The implements were purchased
from the discoverer by the Smithsonian
Institution. There are niiont HO pieces
in the collection, i..ado of flint, of qur-tid-

and ranging in sizo from an inch or
so in length to half a foot, some
weighing several pounds. The objects
are supposed to he spear heads, battle
axes and wedges, truncheons, blud
geons or whatever they may be termed.

Tho discoverer had this to say on the
subject of his find and the locality
where tho objects were unearthed:

"Certain landmarks as to the four
rivers mentioned in Genesis led me
think that the Garden of Eden, if it
ever existed, inav bavn been here, and
that these very tools had been made
and used by Adam and his numerous
descendants. At any rate, my discov-
eries in Kgypt, and Sonialiland lead me
to the idea that man's original home.,
or the place where he was gradually
evolved, must have been in Africa, or
at least, in a tropical land, where
slothes were unnecessary and food plen-
tiful to hand."
