tions expect, one of the chief precau-
'tlons taken by the world's navies will
be an lmmense inerease In the number
’ur balloons, with duly tralned stafts to
work them, carried by war vessels,

The baliovas oareled by these battle-
ships are of exactly the same materinl
"aud pattern  as those in vaa in the
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army, only smaller. They have a use
far in advance of any mere long-dis-
tanceobservational purpose, for, though
the wake of a submarine boat sunk
deeply In the water can only be traced
with difficulty from such an elevation
as that afforded by a ship, both such
wake and the boat [tself can be seen
with absclute and undeviating clear-
ness from a captive balloon, This Is
the result of a scientiic and optieal
law, and when ship balloons were first
put to the practical test in regard to
this matter, the results attalned were
of the most surprising kind.

Even where the water Is dlstinetly
clondy, objects of a much smaller kind
than a submarine boat, and palnted of
neutral color, could be seen from a bal-
loon with the utmost clearness at a
depth of five fathoms, or thirty feet,
though the surface was rough.

successful tests of wireless telegraphy
between the lofty observatories on the
crown of Mont Blane and the Valley of
Chamonix, It had been feardd that
the absence of moisture in the frozen
surface might Interfere with the earth
connection, but no such trouble was
experienced. The only difficulty arose
when the alternating current dynamos
of the electric light system Chamonix
were at work, At such times the wire-
less messages could not be transmitted
nor recelved,

The meridian of Greenwich Is gener-
ally accepted as the starting line from
whileh to reckon longitude and time all
over the earth, But objections are,
from thue to time, ralsed against the
universal adoption of the Greenwich
meridian for such purposes. Recently
Italiun savants have emphasized these
objectlons by pointing out that on the
merldian of Greenwlich clonds and bad
weather are frequent, Interfering with
astronomical observations. They sug-
zest that the civilized world should
ugree to adopt the meridian of Jerusa-
lem as a common reference line, be-
cause there the skies are clearer, and
the possibillty of making Palestine
neutral terfitory would eliminate polit-
ieal objections.

The coast and geodetic survey has re-
cently completedd some  very careful
leveling operations which show that
the surface of the Gulf of Mexlco lles
perceptibly higher than that of the
Atlantle Ocean. Between the surface
of the ocean at 8Bt. Augustine on the
enstern shore of Florlda and the sur-
face of the Gulf at Cedar Keys on the
western shore there s a mean differ-
ence in level of nine-tenths of a foot.
This 1s consldered to be sutficlent to
account for the outpouring current of
the Gulf Stream, which, In the narrow-
er parts of the Strait of Florida, touch-
es bottom. The surplus of water which
raises the Gulf above the level of the
ocean Is apparently recelved through
the Yueatan Channel, belng driven in
by the prevalling equatorial currents
from the east,
