Mrs. Davis uses a
tall cane, as people did 100 years ago,
and the head is of tortoise shell and
gold. She has as a companion a sweet-face- d

Southern woman who is always
with her. On Wednesday afternoons
the famous wouian sits In a high-backe- d

chair that came from Beauvoir, the
Davis homestead, and then she receives
the long file of admiring women who
call. These are notable gatherings, and

there are as many Northerners as wom-
en from south of the Mason and Dixon
line.

Stiff black silk, with old lace at her
throat, and despite her years her White
hair Is abundant and glistens brilliant-
ly In the afternoon light. The compan-
ion servos tea, and Mrs. Davis, who is
a noted conversationalist, holds the at-

Creating a Waterfall.
When the waters of the Niagara

Itlver were made to flow over turbines
to give electric power and light to the
city of Buffalo It was considered a
great revolutionary feat of engineer-
ing. But at Niagara the dam and the
fall were there from the beginning.
The power was ready In the rough- -It

had only to be applied to the ma-

chinery. When, however, it was pro-
posed to utilize the speed and force of
the Hudson River and to turn them
Into the power that lights towns, runs
street railways and vitalizes factory
plants the problem was a different
one. The river was there, but the fall
had to be created, and to do this It
would be necessary to build one of
the largest dams ever constructed, a
wall, In fact, 1,400 feet long and 154

feet high, at certain points. No such
barrier, great or small, had ever been
placed across a river of a volume and
flow equal to that of the Hudson Just
above Glens Falls, N. Y., yet this has
now been successfully accomplished.
