A comparison between the heating
properties of acetylene and coal gas
Shows that the heat units developed
per cubic foot are 1850 and C30, re

With an acetylene
burner consuming two cubic feet of
gas per hour a quart of water was
brought from a temperature of about
30 degrees to the boiling point In about
eight and a half minutes. Under sim-
ilar conditions it required ten and a
quarter minutes for the illuminating
gas to accomplish the same results,
though the burner used sixteen cubic
feet of gas per hour.
