Care of the Ilefrluerator.
If a dish containing a good-size- d

lump of unslaoked lime Is placed on
a shelf In the refrigerator it will ab-

sorb the moisture und so help prevent
mold and keep the food from spoiling.

If through carelessness butter,
grease, etc., has come in contact with
the zinc lining of tuo refrigerator and
there Is a musty smell which cannot
be removed with washing soda, mix a
quart of quick lime nnd apply with a
paint brusli to every part of the zinc
lining top as well as bottom and sides,
washing it on thick like paint. If the
trays cannot be made sweet by the use
of strong soda water nnd drying in the
hot sun, paint them also with the thick
limn .aoh

Irlnh Slew.
Six lean chops, put Into a saucepan

Tut
into a spider enough milk to almost
cover the vegetables nnd when hot stir
them in. Season with salt, pepper and
butter. Stir constantly to prevent
burning. Cook about twenty minutes,
or until the milk is thick nnd creamy.

Sift with a quart of whole wheat

flour a teaspoonful of salt and two'
teaspoonfuls of baking powder. Add
three cups of rice milk Into which
have been stirred two well-beate- n eggs.
Bent In a tablespoonful of melted short-
ening and beat for five minutes before
pouring into greased and warm muf-
fin tins. Bake In a quick oven.

Frnlt C'onacrvea.
One quart of rhubarb; one pint of

currants; one pint of raspberries ; one
pound of English walnuts; the Juice
and rind of two lemons ; the Juice nnd
rind of two oranges ; one pound of
seeded raisins; six nnd a half pounds
of granulated sugar. Cook nil together
until thick. This is a good accom-
paniment for meats.
