J God la holy,' which you are."

Now God Is everywhere present; all
creation may be properly called his
temple. Since the apostle particularly
dignifies human creatures with this ap
pellation we must, in a more elevated
sense and In a more perfect manner,
be Ills temples.

The "vessel of election" explains his
meaning In his letter to the Romans.
The charity of God Is heard abroad In
our hearts by the Holy Ghost, who Is
given to us. Hence the spirit of God
adorns and beautifies our souls with an
Infinite variety of precious gifts and
graces ; and so the soul becomes a hab
itation In which He loves to dwell.

Christians, therefore, should be con
scious of the dignity of their vocation,
and, admitted as we are In a sense to
a participation of the divine nature,
we should rejoice in our
nnd be watchful not to descend again
by depravity to original vileness. Our
vocation likewise demands that God
alone be worshiped and adored In our
souls. All our senses and faculties
must bow down before IIlui. This ex-

alted vocation hns brought us Into fel-

lowship with Christ Jesus and has
made us with IIlui to God's
eternal presence. This alliance with
the Deity Is so superemlnent la dig-

nity thut the sacred peuiuuu seem un-

This Is the
consoling thought which supiiorts us
under pressure of human calamities.

MUNICIPAL SOCIALISM.

Many English Towns Now Largest
Employers of Labor.

Our municipal authorities have evi-

dently determined to act tue part of
universal providers. The new edition
of the Municipal Year Book gives an
amazing record of their activities, says
the London Mail.

In many Instances the local authori-
ties are now the largest employers of
labor. Thus the London City Council,
In one department alone, employs not
far short of 4,000 men.

The scope of the activity of the bour-ough- s

is amazing, Merthyr Tydfil not
only manages a municipal farm, but re-

ports that "a good profli Is eti ued each
year." Brighton and Chester both own
race courses to the benefit of the rates.
One borough does a good trade In mu-

nicipal fish manure.
Lincoln proudly boasts that it is part

owner of a lunatic asylum. Colchester
disposes of over 1,500,000 oysters a year
from Its municipal fishing beds. Kingston-on-T-

hames, the ancient bcrough, Is
willing to instruct school children in
swimming at a penny a lesion, Hull
owns a large share of a ral way. Sev-

eral 'boroughs boast of their municipal
Turkish baths.

The workman lives
in a municipal house, lit by the penny-ln-the-sl- ot

municipal electric supply.
His wife cooks ber meais on municipal
gas, and makes her tea with munici-
pal water. The baby Is reared on muni-
cipal sterilized milk and nursed in a
municipal creche. The children go to
a municipal school. The father rides
to his municipal employment in a muni-
cipal electric car. Ile.&iHMid his Sat-
urdays on a municipal racecourse, and
has his weekly swim In a municipal
bath ; the wife at the same t'me doing
her weekly laundry In the municipal
washhouse. When thev die they are
burled in a municipal cemetery.

Does all this municipal acetlvlty
pay? An analysis of the figures shows
a remarkable variation of cost for the
same work in different boroughs. Lon-

don loses heavily by Its council lodg-

ing houses; Glasgow, with lower rates,
makes' them yield a reasonable return.
Manchester pays over 50,000 a year
from Its tramway profits fot relief of
rates, and places a still larger amount
for depreciation. Oldham, despite the
fact that It allows nothing for depre-
ciation, shows a loss of over 4,000.

London conies out badly In conrpari-- '
son with the great northern and Mid-

land boroughs. The estimated "munici-
pal trading" balance sheet of the coun-
ty council for the coming year reveals a
loss of about 03,000. The Thames
steamlwats are largely accountable for
this. Much of the housing policy of the
county counoll has been, to say the
least, unfortunate. The tota: loss for
the last year on the building schemes
of the council Is given as 14,500.

DEFENSE OF NEW YORK.

Hovr the Government la Preparing
for a Possible War.

"Very new and modern are the al-

most automatic and entirely Impreg-
nable coast-defens- e forts," writes M. C.
Sullivan, in the Technical World maga-
zine. "So' modern, Indeed, that the In-

stallation of comparatively few of them
has been completed. But so complete
Ishe confidence of all the experts in
their inviolability that $50,000,000 is
to be spent at once by the United States'
alone in the perfection of its coast de-

fense. Of this amount, at least $1,000,-0()-

will be expended at Forts Hamilton
and Schuyler, guarding the harbor of
New York.

"In coast defense work the first ne-

cessity is to be nlways prepared for
attack never to be caught napping.
With this Idea in view, small ships of n
new type and great speed are being
built for scouting purposes. Telephone
systems, supplementing the telegraph,
are being built along the whole coast-
line, each station connected with the
nearest fortress. Coast guards and
lookouts are being furnished with port-
able searchlights; and each observer
will carry with him a portable tele- -

l,llone' tIle iver clamped to his ear,
so that he may be in constant touch
with the officer in command of the

station. More remarkable still
Is the flying 'periscope,' a scientific com-

bination of telescope and camera, which
will automatically take snapshots show-
ing the details of everything visible on
land and water within a distance of
ten or even twenty miles.

"In practice It has been found possi
ble to locate a target five or six miles
away, make the necessary calculations,
aim and nre a gun, and drop a shot
exactly on the specified spot all within
three or four minutes."
