As an addi-
tlonnl ald, the in-
ventor has added n
handle, by which the dustpan can be
carrled anywhere without feur of los-
Ing any of the contents. In watliering
up the dust the pan s placed in the
ordinary position. By swinging the
hundle over to the left and the pan
ralsed the dust drops into the recepto-
cle formed by the cover, In this way
It 1s not affected by the wind.
