Nothing Is more striking on one's
first vlslj to the club, says a writer In

the Lady, than the extraordinary high
spirits one meets on every side. Some
say they are forced, others that they
are due to the lightness and brightness
of the nir, but certainly such Jokes
and laughter are not heard elsewhere.
Tragedy may lie underneath, but on
the surface all is merriment. Almost
every one Is young, and all are ready
for a' little companionship and amuse-
ment after the long hot hours spent in
office or bungalow.

ing In a country where houses are
cheap, servants are cheaper and meat
can be bought for 6d a pound. By a cu-

rious native arrangement there Is no
fixed standard of prices for articles of
food sold In the bazar.

pays much or little, according to
the salary earned by her husband,
which Is always known to a penny.

How Shoes Are Hade.
Fifty years ago the farmers of New

England made their own shoes, but
since the introduction of machinery the
home-mad- e article has vanished.

A factory employs on an average
two hundred to three hundred people,
who cau turn out two thousand to twenty-f-

ive hundred pairs of shoes a day.
No single operator makes a complete
shoe. One cuts out the soles, another
the uppers, and another the heels. One
operator will make the buttonholes, an-
other the hems, and another sews on
the buttons, each one using a separate
machine.

A buttonhole machine will make
about five thousand holes a day, and
It Is calculated that each pair of shoes
passes through more than fifty hands
before It Is ready to wear.
