One Deciared to De l?-uull; Enough
for Worst of Sallors,

“The serving of one sentence abonrd
a prison ghip is usually enough for the
worst of sallors,” sald L. H. Dunlavy,
who has just concluded his term .of
enllstment 1w the hospital corps of the
United Stutes wavy, He gerved as a
nurse for a tlme on bonrd the United
States naval |1rlmu ship Southery at
Portsmouth, N, H,

“They have no cells on the ship”
Dunlavy sald. “The prisoners are lock-

el at night In the forward -and aftey

berth decks. They are compelled to
work every day except Sumluy In the
navy yard. Sinday they have to at-
tend, rellglous services, They get rath-
er to liking Sunday too.

"It gives them a chance to let out
thelr voices when the hymns are be-
Ing sung. Thelr working hours are
from 6:30 to 11 o'clock In the morning
and from 1 to 4 o'clock In the after-
noon. That sn't all they have to do,
They are required to attend a school.
The common branches only are taught.
The recitations are held at night. From
G to 7 o'clock at night 18 the dally
study hour and they have to sfidy too.

“A marine gaard of elghty men ‘po-
llee' the ship and do sentry work over
the prisoners while they are at work,
Ordinarily there are about 250 prison-
ers on the ship. Very fow escape. Oc-
caslonilly one tries to run by the sen-
tries, but It's a big risk, for marines
earry rifles londed with ball and have
orders to shoot any prisoner attempt-

Near the top of the up-
per flared sectlon are -0 number of
loles, The sides of the bread pan are
flared, the edges of the pin neatly rest-
ing and fitting on the edge of the cas-
Ing. The supposition Is that thé hot
air from the lamp riges and 1s deflected
by the cone, so that It reaches the sides
of the bread pan and escnpes through
the hgles at the top, preventing ‘excess
heat around the pan. The time saved
by the use of this heater will be ‘.
stantly recognlzed,

MAKES BREAD HISE

Hashed Brown Potatoes,
There are two ways of preparin
these, "One method s to hash them In
cream sauce and hake In the oven, The
favorite way, however, for breakfast I8
to boll potatoes In thelr skins until
they are just tender and no longer, peel
them and when cold chop very fine, seq-
soning to taste with salt and pepper.
Put a little butter In a frying pan, and
when hot put in the hashed potatoes,
packing them down smoothly: then
place on the range, when they will coolk
slowly for fifteen or twenty minutes.
Do not stir them. When a nice brown
color on the bottom and dey and floury
looking on top, they are done. Fold
them over éarefully, like an omelet,
tarn out on a hot plate and garnish
with parsley and grilled tomatoes,

Pear Parfait,

The most delicions of #ll pear des-
serts Is a parfait. Stir slowly into the
well-beaten yolks of four eggs one cup-
ful of sirup drained from preserved
pears and cook It over hot water un*il
us thick as custard. Remove from the
fire and beat until cool. Fold in light-
Iy one pint of eream which has been
whipped to a dry, stiff froth. l‘rvsal
luto a plain mold, cover tightly, pack!
In ice and salt, and let stand at least
three hours to ripen. Invert on 4 pret-
ty glass or sliver dish, when timn to
serve and .garnish with a wreath of
whipped cremm  dotted with little
mounds of red currant jelly.

Hilckory Nut Drops,

Mix one pound=of chopped hickory
nut meats, two cups of brown sugar,
two tablespoonfuls of butter, three eggs
beaten separately and five tablespoons
of Hour with oue teaspoon of baking
powder sifted in. Drop In half tea-
spoonfuls (very thinly) to about the
slze of a dollar on a buttered pan and
bake In a moderate oven. Add the
hickory nuts last.

S8plit, butter while Lot and
serve with clam filling.

Vanilla Snuce,

Molsten two tablespoonfuls of corn-
starch with a little water and add one-
half cup sugar. Place on stove and
add one pint bolling water, stirring
constantly.

Buperfluous Halr.—A growth of hair
s annoying to a girl who wears short
sleeves, Depllatories are dangerous and
electrolysis, the only sure cure, is an
expensive treatment. To minimize the
trouble dark hairs may be bleached.
Wash the arms with & weak solution of
amimonia m:ul water, Then pour a lit-
tle peroxi@é of hydrogen In the water
and apply with a plece of linen. The
bleaching process will have to be re-
peated from timle to time, but peroxide
I8 harmless to the skin,

Nasal Catarrh.—In the treatment of
this persistent and often Intractable dls-
order, good results have been obuained
by the Internal admlnistration five or
six times each day of one-half teaspoon-
ful doses In one-half ounce of water of
a mixture of one ounce of specific echin-
acea and two ounces of stillingla. The
latter Intensifies the action of echina-
cea In Its Influence upon the mucous
surfaces. Tincture of gelsemlum, two
drops evely hour during the day, ‘push-
ed to a physiological point, will abort a
catarrhal cold. Three gralns of salicy-
late of styontium, added to each dose,
reinforces it If rheumatism is suspected.

Neuralgla.—If the neurslgia Is in the
right slde of the face the left hand
should be placed in a basin of water as
hot as can be born; or If neuralgia is
In the left side of the face, then the
right hand should be placed In the hot
water, It Is asserted that In this way
relief may be obtained in less than five
minutes. The two nerves which have
the greatest number of tactlile endings
are the fifth and the medium nerve.
As the fibers of these two nerves cross
any lmpulse conveyed to the left hand
will affect the right side of the face,
or It applled to the right hand will
affect the left slde of the face. This
Is on asccount of the crossing of the
corda.
